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In Thailand, in reference to the news, the first infected
victim was found on 13 January 2020 when a Chinese tourist
came to Thailand. Later, on 30 January 2020, the first Thai person
who got infected with COVID-19 was eventually identified.
This victim was a toxi driver who had given a ride to Chinese
passengers. After that, the number of people infected with this
disease in Thailand kept increasing on a daily basis, causing
the hospitals to be in short of medical equipment and supplies.
especially N95 masks, PPE, and Modular Swap Unit for the treatment
of COVID-19 patients in order not to mix with other patients.
Lots of hospitals had to ask for donations. Doctors, nurses and
healthcare workers were on the frontlines of fighting the novel
coronavirus disease due to the lack of pretective tools.
As a consequence, the “Chaipattana COVID-19 Aid Fund
(and Other Pandemics)” was established to fight against
the outbreak.
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Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn
asked the Chaipattana Foundation to establish this aid
fund to assist medical personnel and hospitals in procuring
materials and equipment needed for treating the
COVID-19 patients on 2 April 2020. The aid fund was later
officially publicized on 6 April 2020. After that, donations
from all sectors started to pour in. Then, Her Royal Highness
granted permission to the Chaipattana Foundation to use this
budget to purchase medical equipment for various hospitals.
