who have turned the word “hardly sold” to “selling well™.
The villagers have also got morale support thanks to
the collaboration among the Chaipattana Foundation,
education institutes, exchange students from Germany,

and business organizations.

Every year in May, the Chaipattana Foundation is
invited from the Royal Thai Embassy in Tokyo, Japan
to showcase PatPat products in Thai Festival Tokyo,
at Yoyogi Park in Tokyo. There are hundreds of thousands
of people, not only Japanese, but also Thai tourists,
coming to visit this festival. The PatPat products,
especially processed herbs like herbal balm and vetiver
handicraft products, are the point of interest for many
people. This time was special because we brought the
products made from reeds to showcase in this festival,
Importantly, we have an opportunity to showcase PatPat
products of the Chaipattana Foundation at Studio 2525,
Thai and Japanese Craft Studio, which was owned by

Khun Pakamas Aiamsamarmg or Nong Namwaan.

Studio 2525 is a small shop in Ueno District. If you go
by sky train, get off at Ueno Station and walk through
the Ueno Park, until you pass the Tokyo University of
Arts to the Rue Des Arts Street. Here we approach the
Studio 2525. It is a small street, having small shops,
restaurants, desserts and cafés, each of which has their

“Mamwaan™ was a Thai girl graduating from Silpakorn
University, in Jewelry Design. She has fallen in love with
a Japanese man, who is an arts teacher, After marriage,
she moved to Japan. As she is an artistic person, loving
craft works, she then decided to rent 1 square in a small
building, selling craft works from Thailand. Namwaan
finds the products by her own and she outsources

villagers to produce some products.
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wWhen Thai Reed Mats Penetrate Tokyo Market

“Namwaan™ met us at PatPat Shop while we were
presenting the products in STYLE Banghkok Fair. Bitec
Bangna. At that time, Namwaan bought reed bags
from PatFat to sell at her shop in Japan. She received
wonderful feedback from many Japanese customers.
She, therefore, contacted to Ajarn Jarupatcha Achavasmit,
the designer of reed mats to the production group in
Sikhoraphum District, Surin Province. She would like
to showcase the story of PatPat to Japanese people
and promote the PatPat products at her shop. Every
year in May, PatPat of the Chaipattana Foundation will
showcase the products in Thai Festival, so this time we
decided to ask Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri
Sirindhorn for permission to showcase PatPat’s products
at Studio 2525. We are most grateful for Your Majesty’s
boundless and gracious kindness to all of us,

Waan and Ki (her husband) were so delighted that
we visited their shop. Studio 2525, in Ueno District.
This time, we altogether had 3 people traveling to Japan,
i.e. | myself, Mrs Bhakamol Rattaseri, Miss Onanan
Woothisen, Director of Public Relations Distribution,
and Ajarn Jarupatcha Achavasmit. professor in Textile
Design at King Mongkut's Institute of Technology
Ladkrabang who is the designer of reed mat production.
Miss Onanan had prepared and sent data regarding
PatPat of the Chaipattana Foundation in advance
to Waan's husband in order for him to translate it
into Japanese. We arrived in Japan on 9 May 2019,
After leaving our belongings at the hotel, Waan brought
us to her shop right away.

Studio 2525 is a small shop, having only one cubicle of space. The shop exhibits the products attractively, Waan
uses every acre of her shop effectively and displays the products in Japanese style. The Chaipattana’s exhibition
was displayed at the back of the shop. describing the story through the illustrating photo so that the tourists could
know the useful hint of idea. From our observation, we have learnt that when the Japanese make a decision to

buy something, they will find out more information and story about the products first, for example the background

of the product, the material used, etc. They will purchase only when they understand and feel its value. In case
of not purchasing, they will provide suggestions regarding how to adjust the products in order to meet their
requirements. For example, the PatPat reed bags which are sold at Waan's shop are handbags with short handles.
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The teenage customers then suggested for long handles
in the style of shoulder bag. The customers at Waan's
shop are interested in the exhibition we displayed
a lot. They read the details and asked when they
did not understand. The Nile Tilapia story is a good
example. Many people, however, might not know the
close relationship between the Japanese Crown Prince
and His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great.
The story of the Mile Tilapia fish is one of the examples
representing the said close relationship. The Nile
Tilapia were presented by Japanese Crown Prince to His
Majesty the Late King of Thailand. Above all, Thailand
has implemented the same system of the Monarchy for
a long period of time. People all over the world know
His Majesty as the "Development King™. A hard to forget
moment once Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri
Sirindhorn visited “Friend for Friend™ farmer group at
the Prince Chakraband Pensiri Center for Plant
Development and observed the progress of the reed mat
praduction group, in which the farmers participate in
reed mat production during their free times as an extra
occupation to earn extra income, are all illustrated in
FPatPat’s story displayed in the exhibition and pamphlet
produced by Waan's family budgets. They are willing
to do this without asking any pennies from the
Chaipattana Foundation. They were honored that the
Chaipattana Foundation presented an opportunity

to them in organizing such a memorable exhibition.

Mot only Waan and her husband, but also her father and
mother in law supported us by suggesting ideas and

giving us a very warm welcome. Reed mat productions
have been produced by the farmers group in Surin
Province and received popularity at all times, Thanks to
Her Royal Highness's gratefulness, we can reach to this

point with proud.

The Chaipattana Foundation would like to thank the
Thai ambassador to Tokyo who invites PatPat of the
Chaipattana Foundation to showcase products in Japan
every year. The Chaipattana Foundation also thanks for
the support of staff members and also Waan's family who
sinceraly help promoting the works of the Chaipattana
Foundation. Even though they own just a small shop,

their hearts are not small at all. They truly did all things

with their great determination.
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OLD MEMORY
OF THE PARK

The talk with Ajarn Komkai Nilprapassorn during July
to September 2018 has illustrated the background of
the land and the owner's intention for land donation,
including the initiatives of Her Royal Highness Princess
Maha Chakri Sirindhorn, which were given to Ajarn Komkai
(Chaipattana Foundation Journal, December 2018 :
Page 50-57).

Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn,
on behalf of the Chaipattana Foundation, received the
two plots of land, i.e. one in *Sukhawadee Side” and the
other in “SRT Side”, in 2000 and 2006, respectively.
On 12 December 2005, Her Royal Highness approved
the project of Chaipattana Vocational Park in Nakhon
Pathom Province, situated in “Sukhawadee Side”.

During that period. Her Royal Highness Princess Maha
Chakri Sirindhorn visited and observed the said project
area twice, on Monday 26 July 2004, and on Monday
18 July 2005. Her Royal Highness also suggested
that the area should be employed and developed for
establishing a vocational training center, shops featuring
a variety of products from royal projects, an academic
center, an information center for career development,
and turning it to be another tourist attraction in Nakhon
Pathom Province,

Before the advent of Chaipattana
Vocational Park in Nakhon Pathom

Province

On 18 December 2018, at 10.00 am, | had an opportunity
to meet and discuss with Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul regarding
on the said land. He gave the information in detail from
accepting the land from Her Royal Highness to the
appointment of staff in this project.

“After Ajarn Komkai had donated the plots of land,
there were so many choices to make the ultimate use of
them, for instance, setting up a market, establishing a
vocational schoal (formal education) based on the model
of Chitralada Vocational School, vocational training and
development center, etc.”

“| could remember that the friends of Her Royal Highness
came to survey the land of “Sukhawadee Side™ in order
to collect as much information as possible to see what
should be done to the said land for the utmost benefits
of community.”

“Initially, a market or a super market was planned to be
set up on this land. However, there was still an existing
market there and the idea might not be suitable.”




Old Memory of The Park

In this case, M.R. Srichalerm Kanjanapoo (a team member) said that the marketing had been conducted and the
initial construction had been started minimally, and the consultants in the field of architecture had been invited
to design a product distribution center; however, all of these were eventually cancelled.

“Regarding the land in “SRT Side™, Thai Red Cross Childrens Home would like to use it for Thai Red Cross Children
Village Project for nursing and nurturing orphans afflicted by natural disasters. Nevertheless, the ownership of

this land still belongs to the Chaipattana Foundation. In addition, the foundation iz responsible for the

management of land in “Sukhawadee Side”.

Background of the Project

Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn had
an intention to establish a vocational school together
with a vocational training center and shops within this
area, As a result, the Chaipattana Foundation set up
a project on vocational school based on a non=-profit
concept. The school offers education in the level of
Vocational Certificate and, in the future, High Vocational
Certificate. At the Chaipattana Foundation’s meeting on
17 December 2004, there was a resolution to approve
the establishment of a vocational school on the
foundation's land in Bo Phlap Sub-district, Mueang
Makhon Pathom District, Makhon Pathom Province.
Moreover, the foundation was assigned to consider
in detail appropriate models and guidelines for

establishment of the said school.

The Chaipattana Foundation carefully studied and
reviewed appropriate models and guidelines for
establishing the school, with collaboration from
relevant departments (e.g. Office of the Vocational
Education Cornmission, Office of the Private Education
Commission, Nakhon Pathom Education Service Area
Office 1, and Chitralada Vocational School). Also,
the foundation collected data directly by visiting the
area and discussing with several authorities in different
departments in Makhon Pathom Province, e.g. Provincial
Governor, District Chief Officer, Mayor of Nakhon
Pathom City Municipality, Chief Executive of Bo Phlap
Sub-district Administrative Organization, Bo Phlap
Sub-district Headman, Abbot of Wat Huay Jorakhe, and
Principals of three schools in Bo Phlap Sub-district.



It was summarized that there were 12 vocational education institutes in Makhon Pathom Province with 26 subject
fields available. This was considered rather adequate. The local people required a diversity of short-term vocational
training courses and such community services as modern public library, venues for seminars and academic fairs,
and other social services. This would be in compliance with the royal initiatives aimed to promote the area to be

an academic center and information sources in terms of career development. The area was also expected to be a
place for various vocational trainings that could fulfill the local demand directly,

Accordingly, the Chaipattana Foundation cautiously
considered the project implementation within the
said land and decided to set up a “Vocational Park”
in order to provide technology and community services,
particularly in terms of different vocations, to the
youth and those interested. Meanwhile, the park was
also intended to render social services to the local
community.

At the board meeting of Chaipattana Foundation session
1/2548, on 12 December 2005, Her Royal Highness
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn approved the *Project
of Chaipattana Vocational Park in Nakhon Pathom
Province™, which was regarded as the first social project
of the foundation and also the first roval project in
Makhon Pathom Province.

Thanks to Her Royal Highness's overwhelming

graciousness, Nakhon Pathom Province has eventually
had the royal project that offers ultimate benefits to the
people in this area.

Makhon Mayok is a province not too far from Bangkok
with many tourist attractions and adventurous sites,
for example, rafting, cycling, camping, etc. It is not
surprising that Nakhon Nayok is one of the popular
destinations for tourists on holiday. Apart from tourist
attractions, there are many royally-initiated projects in
Makhon Mavok Province such as Bhumirak Dhamachart
Centre, Khun Dan Prakarn Chon Dam, Royal Development
study Centre for Soil Acidity Treatment, Purebred Nile
Tilapia Breeding Center, etc. With many royal projects,
Makhon Mayok is, therefore, being identified as a study
visit destination for public and private organizations,
echools and those interested. This is one of the reasons

why this project was established.

Suda Duenpen Training Centre and Accommodation
of the Chaipattana Foundation is a new project of
the Chaipattana Foundation initiated by Her Roval
Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn, This
project was designated to be a training centre
and provide accommodations for people who visit
Makhon Mayok Province. Her Royal Highness then
initiated a project upon observing operations of the
Bhumirak Dharmachart Centre in Makhon Mayok
Province to the Chaipattana Foundation im grder to
coordinate with Thai Red Cross Society regarding the

establishment of this Centre on the land owned by
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Open a Gateway ta the Royal Development Projects

Thai Red Cross Society, covering an area of 8 Rai 54 Square Wah (3.2 acres). The land is located at Ban Tah dan,
Hin Tang Sub-district, Mueang Nakhon Mayok District, Nakhon MNayok Province.

The Chaipattana Foundation has received and implemented the royal observations in practice, so Suda Duenpen
Training Centre and Accommodation of the Chaipattana Foundation was eventually established. This Centre is
located adjacent to Khun Dan Prakarn Chon Dam, not far from Bhumirak Dharmachart Centre and many rayally-
initiated projects. This project is, therefore, suitable to be used as a training centre and provide accommodation
for those who want to understand His Majesty the Late King Bhumibol Adulyadej’s principles.

The name of this Centre “Suda Duenpen™ Training Centre and Accommodation of the Chaipattana Foundation
was derived from the names of the donors who had donated this piece of land to the Thai Red Cross Society.
This Centre comprises 32 rooms with 112 beds. There are 2 room types, A and B. Type A offers 4 beds. 1 bathroom
and 2 toilets and type B has 2 beds and a bathroom.
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In addition, there is a recreational area for the guests
to gather and do activities together. The Centre was
opened for trial stay on 27 June 2019 and we got
a wonderful chance to welcome 50 students (secondary
school grade 7) from Vajiravudh College. The students
from Vajiravudh College took a study visit at the
Bhumirak Dharmachart Centre, Khun Dan Prakarn Chon
Dam and other royally=-initiated projects in Nakhon
Mayok Province.
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Suda Duenpen Training Centre and Accommodation of
the Chaipattana Foundation has not yet officially opened;
however, we believe that the public will, of course,
gain mutual benefits from this. The Centre is not only
close to Khong Tha Dan Dam, but the accommodation
price rate is also reasonable compared with those in
the vicinity.

Bombarded with guestions from many curious people,
e.g. why did the PatPat open Café?, where is the coffee
derived from?, does the coffee really taste good?
The reasons why we opened the Café is that the
Chaipattana Foundation received a land from
donation, and then Her Royal Highness Princess Maha
Chakri Sirindhorn granted a royal permission to the
Chaipattana Foundation to make use of this piece
of land for the community benefits. The Chaipattana
Prachakasem Project was, therefore, established to be
a communitly market where community products are
sold. Food and things are from the merchants who live
in *Nang Leung” area. In addition, the products from
development projects of the Chaipattana Foundalion,
such as agricultural products, processed food, etc., can
be found here. The market is considered as a channel
to promote products from the Chaipattana Foundation
as well. At the project site, there is also PatPat shop.
Around the project site area are many office buildings
such as Mational Economic and Social Development
Council (located next to the project area) and also
many private organizations. That is why we come up
with a good idea to open a café shop.

The intention to open the café shop is for the customers
who come and purchase the products from the project
to have a relaxing, comfortable and clean place where
many beverages are available and ready to be served.
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The most important thing is that “the coffee must be
pleasant and tasty”. The coffee seeds that the PatPat
Cafe uses are from Om Koi Community, Chiangmai

Province. Omkoi Coffee is the product from “Rehabilitate
Forest, Generate Income”™ Project. This project is an
initiative of Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri
Sirindhorn. The coffee plants are cultivated in highland
and under the shade of big trees. Natural methods are
applied for the coffee cultivation, with no use of chemical
substance.
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On the 23 May 2019, Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn presided over the opening of the
Chaipattana Prachakasem Project and PatPat Café of the Chaipattana Prachakasem Project. Her Royal Highness
graciously proceeded to the PatPat Café, on the 2 floor, and presented royally-granted drink “Coffee Toffee” to
the PatPat Café. The “Coffee Toffee™ is a cold brew coffee mixed with coconut milk and coconut syrup instead
of fresh milk and sugar. The natural sweetness from the coconut syrup of Amphawa Chaipattananurak Project in
Samut Songkhram Province and fresh lime render such a perfect combination,

Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn related that this recipe was once made for Her Royal Highness's
friends while studying at Silpakorn University. Her Royal Highness recommended using small crushed ice instead
of ice cube. On that day, the lucky person who got an opportunity to try royally-inspired drink was Dr. Sumet
Tantivejkul, Secretary-General of the Chaipattana Foundation. We luckily had a sip of the royally-granted drink
which was considered the most grateful for Your Majesty’s boundless and gracious kindness to all of us.

On the next day, after the visit of Her Royal Highness, there were many customers coming and waiting in a long queue
to purchase the royally-inspired drink. The orange PatPat tumblers, one of which Her Royal Highness used on the
day of visit, were totally sold out. Her Royal Highness also graciously wrote in a paper persuading people to come to
the Chaipattana Prachakasem Project. On that day, Her Royal Highness spent quite a long time at the PatPat Café
and tried a variety of desserts from the Chaipattana Vocational Park Project in Makhon Pathom Province, some
parts of which are available at the PatPat Café Shop.
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At present, the said royally-granted coffee is also in the form of Frappuccine Blended Coffee. If you want to know
how tasty it is, please be invited to try it at PatPat Café, located on the 2™ floor of PatPat Shop in the Chaipattana
Prachakasem Project.

and Modern Technologies Here in China

“To kill two birds with one stone™ which indicates the accomplishment of two different tasks in single
action is one of the widely used idiomatic expressions as it implies positive outcomes of a single investment and
effort. In March 2019, representatives of the Department of Foreign Affairs of the Chaipattana Foundation made a
trip to the People's Republic of China and it can be said that this trip could be comparable to this popular idiom
because we actually accomplished different tasks in a single trip. However, instead of accomplishing only two
tasks, with one stone, we in fact killed three birds!

The First Bird — Our first stop was in Beijing. Dr. Suleeporn Choopavang, Director of the Department
of Foreign Affairs was invited by Professor Ronghuai Huang, Director of UNESCO International Research and
Training Centre for Rural Education {IHHULED}.

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Around the World with Chaipattana

The Third Bird - A group of teachers and
students from Thai schools under support of the
Chaipattana Foundation travelled to China for participate
in a short scientific training course which, as a matter

of fact, was the core mission of this trip.

In 2019, China is the highest populated country
in the world. With such a high population density, China's
high demand of technology is a necessity. Guangzhou
Institute of Geochemistry, Chinese Academy of Sciences
or GIG, is one of the foremost research institutes which
focuses on earth, and environmental sciences, In
2014, the Chaipattana Foundation signed a MOU with
GIG for collaboration on environmental sciences and
technologies to solve environmental problems.

After the MOU signing, the Chaipattana
Foundation together with GIG organized different
collaborative activities. One of them is to have visiting
researchers from Laem Phak Bia Environmental Research
and Development Project under the Chaipattana
Foundation travelling to GIG 1o exchange knowledge
and know=how on wastewater treatment. Since then,
we had been looking for more activities to extend this
collaboration. Later, we came up with an idea that
it would be a great opportunity to bring the young
generation from schools under support of the Foundation
who have high scores and high potential in science to
spend one week at GIG to be trained in the area of
environmental science. This time, we requested help
from the Faculty of Environment, Kasetsart University,
to facilitate the training since the participants were from
high schools. Therefore, it would be easier for them to
understand the college-level scientific language through

facilitation of the lecturer from the Thai university.
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During 3-9 March, 2019, the Foreign Affairs Department led 4 teachers and 8 students who were in
grades 11 and 12 from schools province to the GIG to attend a short scientific training course.

GIG was generous in organizing stimulating activities for the students starting from attending lectures and
research sessions, visiting laboratories and learning about the working processes of scientific tools, Excursions to
historical attractions were also provided. All these programs ran smoothly through the assistance of the lecturer

from Kasetsart University.

The lecture topics varied from remote sensing, weather research and relationship between insects and
plants. It was beneficial for participants to learn about the processes, methods and results of the research from
experts in each field. In this way, they would be able to understand the problems, to observe how the experts solve
these problems, as well as to analyze the results of the research. In order to obtain accurate results and information,
researchers need to work hard, be cautious and be patient. Some types of research invalve monitoring system which
makes research important because its results can be used to solve problems which might occur in the future. The
most important lesson that the students would gain from this session is that the students can adapt what they
have learned from the lectures to what they will further experience at the university level.
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GIG has also developed different areas of
research by exploring a diversity of research methods,
tools, as well as high-priced and modern technologies,
In order to gain credible and precise research results
for further applications, researchers are expected to be
thorough and truly understand what they are studying.
The participants have learned how to use these modern
technologies and how to utilize various types of chemical
substances to analyze different ares of research. When
the students entered the research area of the institute, a
massive machine for analyzing compounds located in the
concealed room amazed everyone. Due to its advanced
technology and high functions that can examine
complicated matters, it is something that is totally new
for students at high school level.

Guangzhou is an old city with a unique cultural
heritage which had been passed on since ancient times.
The styles of architecture and decorative items heavily
involve elaborative carving narrating exquisite stories of
Guangzhou in each historical period. While wood, iron
and stone carving designs reflect the local people'’s
beliefs and their ways of life., most of the art pieces
serve as symbols of wealth, success and prosperity.
The size of these decorative items also indicate the
social status of the owners. The larger the items were,
the wealthier the owner was considered to be. Besides
these art and historical study visits, the GIG arranged a
trip to a botanical park, which is renowned for its well-
maintained conditions. The authaorities divided the park
into several zones including the zone for general visitors,
the zone for research, and the zone for conservation.
The general public is not allowed to enber the restricted
conservation zone in order to protect wild life and

endangered species

During the entire trip, we were pleased to see
the enthusiasm to learn among the students. Every
maorning before the programs started, every one of

them arrived early, We found them waiting for us before



the meeting time. While waiting, we saw them with
the lecturer from Kasetsart University discussing and
preparing what they would learn in the next session.
The expression “Well Begun is Half Done™ describes the

energy of this group of students.

After they came back to Thailand, they were
expected to adopt what they have learned to be applied
in their projects. Prior to the trip, we gave them a
homework. We asked them to think about what they
could do to help their schools and communities with the
knowledge that they would gain from the training and
these projects should be able to put into real practice. It
was interesting to see that they came up with something
practical angd beneficial, for example the air-filtering
face mask made from bamboo fiber, mini air purifier
or the study of factors influencing the nursery of Water
Onions in their local community. As far as we have
learned, we found that the main concern of the students’
projects concerns air quality. It seems that they will be
worried about that in the near future; the lack of clean
air will become a serious problem. Who knows, if the
air quality continues to worsen, we might need a can of

fresh clean air, or a personal air purifier.

This short scientific training course was the first
scientific training that we organized for students under
support of the Chaipattana Foundation. Fortunately, the
outcome was more satisfactory than we expected. The
cultural and campus experiences, the new technologies
and the scientific research, all of these gave them
anather perspective of life, We hope that this trip would
trigger improvement efforts and spark new development.
If we have a chance to hold this kind of training again,
we have been thinking to give priority to students who
have a particular interest in environmental science, and
might expand the opportunities to other schools under

support of the Foundation.
