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The History of the Chaipattana Foundation

“..Time passes by and the Chaipattana Foundation has been now operating for 30 years; and it is
time to review the past operations. | am not sure whether the stories to be told are correct or not,
and, actually, we should help one another about this. Generally, | have a variety of documents,
including anything | could accumulate, printed in a form of books and in the website. Also,
we have initiated the Chaipattana journals for the patrons and for libraries. Initially, it was in a
form of paperback journal which was always torn out, so | scanned and kept all of them in an
electronic file. Now | have every volume of the journal in my office which | think it is important

that they should be kept in a complete set.

Referring to the matter of development, it could be clearly seen that His Majesty King Bhumibol
Adulyadej The Great always visited his people. At first, His Majesty made several trips to
different places to find out if there might have been any problems that he could solve. In the
meantime, we could make friends with the local people. At the first stage, His Majesty offered
his own assets to facilitate the operations, assigning government agencies to carry out such
operations as area surveys and map corrections. Sometimes, | was the one who did these field
tasks; asking for information about the areas’ features from local people. In fact, some maps
currently used in government agencies still contain some mistakes. For instance, the maps
based on aerial photographs still have some invisible parts due to the cloud covers, which are
pending for correction. Some areas in Thailand which are connected to the border of Malaysia
apply the measurement system according to the Malaysians which is the Imperial or the British
System, while the Metric System is used in Thailand. However, there are still some cases in
which the figures of the first system are used in the latter system. This seems quite confusing.

In summary, it is not correct and the said maps need correction and must be reprinted. Another



very important issue at that time was “water”, which required such a large amount of budget

that His Majesty’s budget alone could not fully cover. Thus, the budget from the government
was used to support the development. The water issue is quite complicated. After we have
found water, what should we do next? Unless the water was immediately dammed to be used
in agricultural purpose or for consumption, it would be released into the sea. It is such a waste.
The kings in the past era used to disapprove the idea of releasing water into the sea. When |
went to Sri Lanka, | visited a museum and saw a stone inscription with the age of one or two
thousand years old. On the stone, there was a message written thereon by a king that a reservoir
was built to collect the water that was flowing down. The king stated that even one drop of
water should not have been wasted by letting it down into the ocean. The king who lived a
thousand years ago said like this, and so does the king of the present time. Nevertheless, the
ancient king could force his people to do anything whereas the modern king can only persuade
them because he cannot order anyone. Anyway, both have the same principle of not wanting
to release water into the sea vainly but due to the ordinary budget system, sometimes, such
water retention cannot be finished in time. In the annual royal ploughing ceremony, when His
Majesty arrived at Sanam Luang, Lords of the Plough would begin to sow and plough around
the ceremony area. Actually, there are several rites during this ceremony. The King Rama IX was
the first one to ask the Fine Arts Department to find out the appropriate music to play along the
ceremony. At the end of this ceremony at Sanam Luang, awards would be given to outstanding
farmers. Formerly, the qualified farmers were the ones with the highest yields in the north
and the central parts of Thailand. Later, these awards were given to the farmers in different
agricultural areas. After the ceremony at Sanam Luang, we moved to the private rice field at
Chitralada Palace, where the Lords of the Plough would sow rice seeds for auspiciousness. Some

of the rice seeds in this ceremony were distributed to farmers.



After that, there would be the royal remarks on various matters relevant to agriculture for
senior government officers, most of whom came from the Ministry of Agriculture. Then, they
reported some problems for His Majesty’s consideration, for example, the problem of budget
that could not be raised or approved in time during the wet season, and it was necessary to
wait for another fiscal year. This problem was the reason for the government of that time to
establish the Royal Development Projects Board, under the Office of the National Economics
and Social Development Council. The pioneers in that event are also present here. Upon the
establishment, the budget was approved immediately. When the RDPB (Royal Development
Projects Board) was not separated from the National Economics and Social Development
Council, whenever His Majesty proceeded anywhere, both senior and regular officers from the
Office of the National Economics and Social Development Council would always accompany
him and sometimes record what His Majesty had said. This is to ensure His Majesty’s royal
initiatives. Each of them was given a writing pad by senior officials. The pages with the royal
initiatives written thereon were collected by the officers in charge. In other words, the pages

written by different persons were collected. Sometimes, people interpreted His Majesty’s what

the king had said according to their opinions. That is why accumulating what the people had

recorded could confirm His Majesty’s genuine initiatives and these initiatives were not created
by anyone else. After that, His Majesty would like to make the operations more flexible and
become more systematic which is similar to the private sector with assistance from donors.
As a consequence, the Chaipattana Foundation was established. The Foundation was regarded
as a private organization, not a government agency. The income was from donations and from
low-risk investment. That is why the Chaipattana Foundation was founded 30 years ago. And
so far, the Royal Development Projects Board is still working as it did before. Some projects
of the Foundation were implemented by the budget derived from donation instead of from
the government. So, it is significant to think carefully about what we should do and what

we should not do; or what kind of investment is needed. Normally we did not sell things but



finally we could. The Foundation should conduct everything in the most decent way possible.
In other words, we must do something correctly based on proper rules and regulations at our
best effort. Some tasks which are beyond the capability of the Foundation were conducted by
the Royal Development Projects Board and by government agencies with their own budget. The
Foundation has also received technical advice from various government and non-government
agencies or from volunteer individuals specialized in different fields of knowledge, who were
not members of the Chaipattana Foundation. The major operations that Dr. Sumet mentioned
earlier are varied but most of them are concerning agriculture. We are responsible for major
agricultural input, for example water and soil. We have to find out how to prevent the soil from
being destroyed, or “erosion” in English. However, the Thai people used to refer to erosion as
“Kasaiyakarn”. This is a Thai term which is very difficult to understand among the public. Later,
the easier Thai term for erosion which is “Kad Soh” and simply “erosion” have been in common

use since then.

The next issue concerns water, soil, and air. In the past, His Majesty paid much attention to
the study of meteorology, trying to predict and figure out appropriate time to conduct certain
activities. Nonetheless, there were still many factors involved. Later, the Foundation tried to
focus on the seeds of fruit trees, and branches for planting and for reforestation. Meanwhile,
we were preventing landslides by using vetiver grass and raised farm animals such as ducks,
chickens, pigs, goats, cows, fish, frogs and others as needed. We also gained assistance from
educational institutions and government agencies. Sometimes, it was wondered whether this
kind of work overlapped that of government officials or anybody else. When disasters strike,
the victims were in need of these things or when there are no disasters, these things can be
beneficial for those who don’t have them and want to use them. When there are catastrophes,
it is good for people to have experience. For example, during the floods, those who were able to
get back to their normal life in a rapid manner had to practice good farming with appropriate
use of enough water. The plant seeds and animal breeds had to be provided as soon as possible.
We decided to provide vegetable seeds, which at that time was not a part of the government
policy because the private sector already produced them. We asked the farmer groups which had
already been doing this job to produce vegetable seeds. There have been the projects “Ban Nee
Mee Rak, Pluk Phak Kin Eng” (Growing Veggies in the Home of Love) and “Soi Nee Mee Rak,
Pluk Phak Bang Pun” (Sharing Veggies in the Alleys of Love) which were named by the locals.
We just observed what they were doing and then we asked them to produce seed varieties. The
quality was carefully controlled and we bought the seeds only from the farmers. Then we told
them that we call this kind of project “Friends for Friends™. At that time, there was a severe
flood in the central region, but the “friends” who have been working on the vegetable seeds
projects were in the north. Although “friends™ live in different parts of the country, they should

help one another. We could not just let these friends work by themselves, so we helped them by



bringing their products and waiting for the proper time to produce seeds. We packed the seeds

in the bags and stored them. If we packed the seeds first without storing them, it would prevent
the growth rates of the seed. When there are demands, we fill the bags with the seeds. Earlier,
we asked students to fill the bags, but now we have machines to do this with productivity of
millions of bags. We also built roads and tried to develop both sideways to prevent landslides
by various methods, such as using vetiver grass instead of other kinds of grass, using pipelines
and waterways that could drain out the water. In addition, several kinds of crops, such as fruit
trees, were grown, resulting in the project “Tang Nee Mee Phol, Puu Kon Rak Kan” (Here there

is yield and here people love one another); and friends still help friends.

We began to work on the development of rice varieties after the vegetable varieties because
it involves more details and it is more complicated. In the event of landslide in the north of
Thailand, we originally requested assistance from other agencies. We were acting as operators
but we used rice varieties from the Rice Department. The rice of the Rice Department was in
great demand at that time, and many people wanted such rice varieties for further development.
So, it was so hard for us to obtain the rice. We went to that area and we sang this song that
goes, “It is better to love me. Good farms need good rice”. The good rice fields had been
prepared by the Land Development Department and we just prepared good rice seed varieties
for cultivation. That was all we had to do. Yet, no sooner had rice seedlings been planted then
landslides occurred again. It was difficult to ask anyone for help at this time, so we had to solve
the problem ourselves. This does not mean that the Foundation’s committee had to plant the
rice by themselves; instead, we got the skillful farmers to do that. A variety of rice seeds were

all planted. Moreover, we had already got the areas for animal breeding, and the first one is



at Dan Sai District in Loei Province. At present, we are trying to expand the cooperation with

farmers. Once the produce is increased, we will distribute the yield to the public. However,
there are many problems when raising animals and growing crops, and we have to deal with
them together. For instance, there are plant diseases and animal diseases, and we have to
keep the areas clean as much as possible. Although Chaipattana does not breed buffaloes,
the Foundation owns a school for teaching buffaloes. The Foundation looks after many things,
including a cemetery. We do not commit any ritual ourselves but we still gain some benefits
from the cemeteries through the donation done by philanthropists. Now | will tell you the story
of the buffalo school “Kasornkasiwit School”. Initially, the area for this school looked like any
other general area, but shortly after that, the area was full of slushy mud. So, it was considered
that this area was appropriate for two activities involving the buffaloes and cultivation of water
chestnuts. Still, there was a problem when buffaloes with certain diseases had been put into the
area, the existing buffaloes got infected. It is the lesson for us to learn and to be more cautious.
This school teaches both buffaloes and humans, but most of the time, buffaloes can pass the
examinations while humans cannot. Even though it was reported that examinations shall make
students feel stressed, we have to continue the tests; or else we will not receive what we have

expected. If the results are not as we expected, we will know what to improve.

Sometimes disasters encouraged us to cooperate with others such as the Chaipattana-
Red Cross. Also, we have collaborated with Chulachomklao Royal Military Academy for a
long time. According to the royal initiatives, His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej The Great
presented his ideas not only to government or large agencies but also to big companies. The

big companies usually have their own plots of land and employees, so His Majesty suggested



doing rice mills so that they could give rice as a fringe benefit for their employees. At the
military academy, His Majesty also advised building a rice mill therein by offering some loan
at first. The academy has already paid back all the loan. However, the rice mill there is still
run with cooperation from the Foundation. During the time of rice farming, rice harvesting, or
crop farming after the rice season in that area, there will be activities for cadets to learn about
rice milling, agriculture and agriproduct processing. This is regarded as knowledge for military
students. When doing their jobs related to civil service in some places, they may be able to
pass on this knowledge to the public. We also have collaborative projects with the military and
the police using their compounds for trainings. We give royally-granted seed varieties to the
graduate soldiers. After the trainings, the soldiers shall become local experts or village experts
who can extend their agricultural knowledge to many other villages. Meanwhile, the soldiers in
service are requested to help people who live near the project areas. All of these officers are
called “Taharn Phan Dee” (Good Soliders). Actually, we did not define this name. The soldiers

themselves thought of this name with an intention to follow the Father’s footsteps.

In reference to the oils, there are stories about palm oil and tea seed oil. The reuse of cooking
oil may be harmful to health, causing some illness. In contrast, if used with cars or agricultural
equipment, this oil can make the machine clean and can be used again. Thus, we have been
doing experiments with universities. The professors of universities asked me whether | knew
the tea seeds. The substances inside the bark of tea seed can be used as an insecticide. If we
can produce it, we do not need to import insecticide from China. | did not know about this at
all, so | had to go to China. Finally, China agreed to cooperate with us. We have produced tea
seed oil for 10 to 20 years; sometimes it works but sometimes there are problems. From time
to time, our production cannot fulfill the great demand, which is a matter of marketing that
we have to improve. Moreover, we dig artesian wells and ponds or community ponds. We pump

water and oil with the use of moveable solar-cell water pumps. The pumps can be moved from

one pond to another. At first, the ponds were not needed because the villagers did not want to




lose their farming areas. Nonetheless, particularly in dry season, they were in great need of the

said ponds.

Talking about the Chaipattana aerator, it has been generated according to the royal initiative
a long time ago and it has always been developed so that it could increase oxygen in order to
make the water clean. We have a sample of cultivation area but it may not be very effective yet.
However, some large centers with a stock of plant seed varieties also demonstrates cultivation
techniques. Those interested can visit these places. After learning from the Royal Development
Study Centers of the Royal Development Projects Board, and in these areas, the learners can
apply knowledge they have gained on how to cultivate with the least application of chemical
substances. This can save money and save plants and animals from the deadly chemicals.
During the dry season, we may be able to provide them with part-time jobs, such as weaving.
We also encourage them to use natural dyes too. When Kerria lacca are exposed to the fumes

of insecticides or pesticides, they will all fall to death. We need to ask someone we know to

buy the silk cloths because cultivation of mulberry to raise silkworms and weaving silk are

complicated and the prices are relatively high. If possible, everyone should help. For the reed,
if woven into a mat, its price is quite low. Fortunately, some universities help us with the
designs while some private companies also help in cutting and stitching this normal reed mat.
The designs include beautiful patterns and other components, making the reed mat look much
prettier. We have put them on sale, but we have another problem. The products are very popular
and lots of people want to buy them. Thus, we cannot respond to such high demand. It seems
as if we were debtors who have to keep running away from creditors who are trying to take bags
and willing to pay quite a lot of money for them. However, our production is quite slow, so

we have to solve this problem by finding more people to help us. We have established Prince
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Chakraband Pensiri Centers for Plant Development that are located in Chiang Rai Province and
Surin Province, both of which are for the people to learn and for collecting plant seeds. The
center in Chiang Rai Province is used as a training center, study center, and tourist attraction.
There are restaurants where the vegetables we have grown are cooked and served. The food, as
well as ice cream, is said to be very delicious. We will use IT to study the areas for digging wells
and to find out fresh water while avoiding cloudy water. IT enables us to study and do analysis
based on numerical data, content data, and maps, in order to see residencial areas, and finally
to produce rice seed varieties. And now we are experimenting with another project, in which IT
is used for weather forecast in a very near future. Since it is in a trial process, its accuracy is
not 100%. Yet, it may be working better than on the computer or on the mobile phone because
the space is narrower and more specific. This project is not limited for certain groups; instead,

this weather forecast can be used when organizing various activities such as parade or contest.

We used to organize a leadership training course. At first, we would train our existing staff but
most of them were already senior staff. We would like a new generation of executives, so we
persuaded people outside of the Foundation who had different backgrounds. It appeared to be
very effective because everyone got along well with one another. We also have our own shops
for selling our products which are PatPat, as well as the Tea Seed Oil and Qil Crops factory. We
have obtained tea seed oil and then processed it into various products. In addition, our unique

products are available at King Chulalongkorn Memorial Hospital, Chaipattana Prachakasem
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Project, and Amphawa Chaipattananurak Project. These places can be deemed as tourist
attractions as well. For instance, Amphawa Chaipattananurak Project is specially focusing on
making products from coconut. Also, we have international collaborations with other countries
such as China, India, Laos, Vietnam, Bangladesh, Myanmar, Malaysia and Singapore. We
always exchange our staff with these countries in terms of trainings. We have also implemented

different projects in foreign countries and some countries also run the projects in our country.

Generally, the Foundation has carried out its operations very carefully under the supervision
of committee. We do not just work and let others check for correctness. Our finances are also
properly audited. The core essence of our operations is to build confidence among donors,
collaborators, and those in need of help. Perhaps, it might be a little stunning to see the

deficit balance sheet, more expenditures than income for many months. Anyway, it is not so

serious that we have to cut out some projects or some tasks. Really, the more operations we

have, the more positive impressions the donors gain. Above all, His Majesty’s intention is not
to make more money; rather, it is to create happiness and prosperity for the Thai people and
the world’s citizens. The issue discussed worldwide at this time is food security. Food security
depends largely on the weather and climate which keep changing all the time. Sometimes,
it should have rained so that we could plant the rice seedlings. Sometimes, when the rainy
season had gone, it still rained excessively which spoiled the rice that we grew. So, we should
discuss about this and find the best solutions. Some plants or crops can be grown anywhere,
not limited to specific areas, but it could be grown only once a year. Such issues are difficult
to solve. However, we must pay serious attention to food security. It is fortunate that there are
more small farmers in our country than in other countries. We live and do our job in a sufficient

manner. As a result, there have not been any starving people, or if so, the number is far lower
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than in other nations. We see it as our good luck. We ought to think and try to find the ways to
solve this problem, though. Today, many people are thinking of planting plankton in the sea and
then letting it absorb carbon dioxide; using the mirror to reflect it back into the air; or some
innovative methods never seen before. In our project, the villagers initiate their own activities
such as not littering, but recycling or selling garbage. They help one another and think together.
The most pressing issues are agriculture and quality of life. Apart from vocation, agriculture,
and industry, we also offer scholarships for students in various vocational fields. During the
tsunami event in the south, for example, we renovated hospitals and gave scholarships to
medical students, nurses, and medical personnel who went to work there. That operation was
considered quite successfully. We keep developing all the time till accomplishing our mission,

which cover almost all fields of operation.

His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej The Great never left any admonitions before his death,

except the only thing that is quite serious; that is, “The Chaipattana Foundation must go on
no matter what happens, regardless of the presence of His Majesty. The Foundation requires
assistance and cooperation from everybody, both in and outside the Foundation”. Today, we
have got all of your assistance, too. | would like to say thanks to all of you who come here
today. It is the 30" Anniversary of the Foundation. | think | am still able to work and | will not
let His Majesty down. | will extend our operation as widely as possible. For example, we have
offered plant seed varieties to schools, military institutes, police academies, and we found out
that those who were interested in this the most were the police officers who were about to retire.
Those who intended to change their careers are also interested in working with us. | think in
the future we will have a chance to work hand in hand with more people of different countries.

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Several years ago, Bangkok was about to face inundation

due to the water flowing from the north.

His Majesty King Bhumibol, therefore, called a meeting
of parties concerned and inquired about the flooding
situation. Government agencies reported the information
and said they would begin a relief operation the following
day. At that moment, the King asked, “Has flood stopped
yet? Go now. Go tonight. The water begins flowing at
8.30 and then stops for a break at 16.00 along the river
banks, doesn’t it?” On that day, Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul
did not attend the said meeting but he had been alerted

and informed with the same lessons.

“| used to be summoned to see His Majesty on Friday
and | was informed about the deprived situation in some
areas. Then | replied that | would deal with the situation

on Monday. Suddenly, the King said,

... Suffering has no day off. The victims are suffering now

and we must help them now...”
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“Prompt Action, Prompt Thinking,

Never Ask for Donations, and

Work Hard to Gain People’s Faith
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“His Majesty the King has ordered not to ask for any
donation”, Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul mentioned King Rama
IX’s royal policy since the founding of the Chaipattana

Foundation.

“| thought in my mind the way to obtain the budget.
Unexpectedly, His Majesty explained the reason for not
encouraging was not known whether the donors were
willing to donate to the Foundation or not. Once asked,
they might do it because they felt they were coerced
to. What the Foundation should just inform them. When
they have a chance to see what is transpiring, they will
understand and after faith and trust are created, they

will donate with their volition.”

Thus, the Chaipattana Foundation has always adhered
to this principle by creating a variety of communication
channels beginning with the Chaipattana Foundation’s
journals which are sent directly to the donors since

August 1988 onwards.

So far, the names of all donors have been published in
the journals with no regard to their donation; 5 baht
or 100 million baht. Every donor is important to the

Foundation.

“Because faith is not measured by the amount of money”
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Wat Mongkol Chaipattana: The
First Land Plot and the Origin of

the “New Theory”
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The first piece of land, approximately 13 rai (5.2 acres),
bought in the name of the Chaipattana Foundation in
1988, is located next to Wat Mongkol Chaipattana in
Huai Bong Sub-district, Mueang Saraburi District,

Saraburi Province.

“His Majesty asked his team to search for the temple
named ‘Wat Mongkol’, which came from his imagination
and dream. His Majesty related the story of the temple
like it was a novel, and then asked them to buy that

piece of land.”

The objective of this purchase, initiated by King Rama

IX, was for “development”

“The origin is the word ‘HTS’, standing for Home-Temple-
School or Home-Temple-Service from government. His
Majesty said that people who came to make merit and
listen to the sermon did not get any tangible benefits.
So, it was better to develop the area behind the temple
for useful purposes, such as planting and making organic
fertilizer under the supervision and teaching from the

Foundation’s staff.”

“In addition, people and government officials often did
not get along well with each other. It was quite difficult
for people to work with government officials. Therefore,
the meetings were conducted at the temple. In case
villagers would need to meet a government agency, the
monks would be the point people. Normally in the Thai

culture, monks are held with high esteem, so when the

meetings take place at the temple, the government
officials always show up for the appointment when
requested. Besides, there were no disputes between the
two parties because the monks were always there at the
meetings. His Majesty’s ingenious ideas reflected his

deep understandings of the Thai society.”

The agricultural practice based on the villagers’ ways of
life always involves rice farming and plantation of other
crops. His Majesty once came to the area to observe that
it was good and necessary to have enough water and food
for consumption. If everyone moved in this manner, they

would be able to live a better life.

This is the origin of the “New Theory” which is an
agricultural production system that assists farmers to

subsist in a sustainable first level.

“His Majesty did not say that the New Theory had strict
guidelines. However, following this theory will enable us
to have everything needed for everyday life; rice in the
field, fish in the pond and vegetables in the garden. In
this way, there is no need to buy food which helps reduce
a certain amount of their cost of living. A week later,
His Majesty printed a formula 30:30:30:10 based on a
careful and ideal calculation of water amount, depth of

farm ponds, and water evaporation.”
Starting with “HTS” and ending with the “New Theory”

The temple was eventually renamed by His Majesty as
“Wat Mongkol Chaipattana”
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It Happened during the Operations

of the Foundation
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This story took place at Kasornkasiwit School located in Sa
Kaeo Province. It is a school to train buffaloes to work in
the rice field together with their owners. Her Royal Highness
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn invited the foreign judges
of the Prince Mahidol Award for a trip to the school.

“About one hour before arriving at the event, Her Royal
Highness informed us to prepare a fiddle in order to ‘play
to the buffaloes’. This request made us quite stressed and
we wondered what we had missed or whether we had failed
to do certain preparation.”

Sumet Tantivejkul, Secretary-General of the Chaipattana
Foundation remembered the incident on that day. In Thai
culture, when we say ‘play a fiddle for a water buffalo to
listen’, it means that the person you are speaking to or trying
to reach does not listen to you or does not have the means to
understand what you are trying to teach. That is the reason
why Dr. Sumet was worried if Her Royal Highness implied
her discontent in using this popular Thai adage.

“Actually, there was nothing serious at all. Her Royal
Highness told us that, ‘To be honest, | just want to try and
see what buffaloes are thinking when they hear the sound
of the fiddle’. During the trip, Her Royal Highness sat on a
plastic chair while playing the fiddle in front of a buffalo
stall. The buffaloes first looked at Her Royal Highness and
then retreated back to the corner of the stall. Her foreign
guests were amused to see the princess playing the fiddle
to these animals.”

Not only the sense of humor, but also the simplicity of
Her Royal Highness always brings smiles and laughter
to everyone. For instance, Her Royal Highness did not
mind sitting on a sidecar while going on a mission of the
Foundation at Ban Koh Sarai Chaipattana School in Satun
Province. In addition, the attention to every detail of Her
Royal Highness is regarded as a role model to all her staff
to be adhered to great admiration.

“While we were going to help the flood victims at the 1* Army
Air Defense Command Center, Central Region in Ayutthaya
Province, and when Her Royal Highness knew that the water
buffaloes had been carried up on the grandstand to escape
the flood, Her Royal Highness offered the grass from Suan
Chitralada Palace, and | was the one to feed these buffaloes.

It was not only the Thai people but also these buffaloes that
are also in her concern.”

12 February 1981

King Rama IX went to observe Mae Taeng watershed areas
within Luang Kae Noi Royal Project and Huai Luek Land
Development Project in Chiang Dao District, Chiang Mai
Province. His Majesty desired an appropriate area for the
building of a small reservoir, and...

19 October 2004

23 years later, the aforementioned royal initiative had
not yet been implemented. Therefore, King Rama IX,
along with Her Royal Highness Princes Maha Chakri
Sirindhorn, addressed this matter again during the visit
to the National Science and Technology Fair at Muang
Thong Thani. However, on that day, Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul
and other officials still did not understand what His
Majesty was talking about.

Later, Dr. Sumet and the survey team responded to the
mentioned royal initiative by searching for information,
beginning with the first spot in “Chiang Dao Cave”;
nonetheless, it was not successful. Coincidentally, during
that day, the Foundation’s staff in Bangkok was granted
an opportunity to meet with Her Royal Highness, and
fortunately, the survey team received her advice through
the phone call, telling them the exact location which
was “Huai Luek Royal Project”, in Chiang Dao District,
Chiang Mai Province.

As soon as more “keywords” were obtained, the survey
team along with irrigation officials headed immediately
to that location and then reported the progress of survey.
After that, His Majesty graciously marked “the three X
signs onto the map”, which identified a location of a
limestone mountain with a large cave inside, capable
of storing water according to His Majesty’s intention.

The construction of a 12.5-meter-high dam in front
of the cave entrance was eventually completed with a
budget of only 13.5 million baht ...

3 August 2006

Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn
presided over the opening ceremony of “the Cave
Water Retention System Project according to the Royal
Initiative (Huai Luek Cave)”. This project is considered
an innovative method that had never been implemented
before. The system helps reduce the evaporation of water,
leading to the increase of groundwater level and the

moisture therein. Formerly, the area would always be arid
during the dry season. On the other hand, during the wet

season, the water would flow out of the cave into small
creeks with no water retention capability for any use.

“At first, the water was not clearly identified during
the dry season and the project was thought to be
unsuccessful. Upon the survey of villagers’ wells in the
low areas, however, the wells were full of water thanks
to the process of incremental filling. In other words, the
system helped slow down the water flow while running
down to lower areas during the wet season.”

Do you know it took time for the “reservoir in the cave”
(which was almost forgotten) to be well accepted as a
new innovation in Thailand and in the world? Even the
working group, at that time, still did not understand
the advantages of “seeping”. The group thought that
there was the “leak” of water and almost clogged it with
cement. This is because the group had only focused on
collecting the water in the cave so seriously that they
overlooked the seeping as a natural process.

The experts could not resist sending emails to ask their
foreign friends whether such a dam like this had been
ever built to cover the entrance of a limestone cave. The
foreigners replied with a question, “Whose idea is it?”

The Royal Remarks of King Rama IX led to Royal Initiative
Project on Cave Water Retention System (Nam Hu Rai
Tang Cave) in Mae Hong Son Province.

In 2005, during the Royal Initiative Project on Cave Water
Retention System (Huai Luek Cave), the Chaipattana
Foundation was surveying the caves similar to that in
Chiang Dao District, and finally found a suitable cave
at Ban Nam Hu Rai Tang in Pang Mapha District, Mae
Hong Son Province. Every year, the water from Doi Tham
Luang watershed area will flow down to Ban Nam Hu Rai
Tang, flowing into the ground, through the mountains,
and coming out at the mouth of Nam Hu cave. In flooding
season, water will flood the roads and agricultural areas.
On the other hand, during dry season, the amount of
water will be reduced to reach a sufficient amount for
consumption.

Villagers had more water for consumption throughout
the year when a concrete pond used for water storage
was constructed at the mouth of the cave. Overflowing
gutters were also built for draining out the excess water
into the ditches connected to the residential areas and
cultivated areas. The innovation from the remarkable
initiatives of King Rama IX has brought in more moisture
and more amount of groundwater. This also effectively
helps relieve road flood problems that used to occur
frequently.

The land is now abundant with water resource, but the
hearts of the Thai people are even more abundant with
happiness and joy derived from the royal benevolence.
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The Reforestation that Yields
the Tea Seed Oil
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Around 15 years ago, Her Royal Highness Princess Maha
Chakri Sirindhorn gave a few chestnut-like seeds to Dr.
Sumet Tantivejkul and said, “These seeds are good and
we can produce oil from them. They are called tea seed
oil. You should study and find out how to grow these in
Thailand”.

The Chaipattana Foundation then began searching for
that oil tea variety, which was originally thought to be a
small shrub with the leaves that could be used to make
tea. However, it was discovered that the origin of such a
tea variety was in Guangxi Province, China. It is actually
a large tree, 5 - 10 meters tall, growing on the ground
at 500 - 1,300 meters above sea level. The oil can be
obtained by roasting the tea seeds and then extracting
the oil out, which can be used for cooking.

After that, the Foundation brought such tea variety to
plant in the area of Ban Pang Mahan and Ban Puna in
Mae Fah Luang District, and within the area of Doi Tung
Development Project under Royal Initiative Works in
Chiang Rai Province. The cultivation was expanded to
more than 3,680 rai (1,472 acres) of nearby areas. The
total number of oil tea trees was 954,000, which enabled
the villagers to increase their income and enhance their
living condition.

In fact, one objective thereof is to increase income.

However, the main purpose was to restore the deteriorated
forest so that the villagers would be aware of the value of
the forest and protect it in a sustainable manner.

This is in compliance to the royal initiative “Humans
live harmoniously with the forest” of the King Rama IX.



Teach Buffaloes to Plough
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If someone wants to compare one’s intelligence to a

“buffalo’s”, it is better to think carefully.
This is because the buffaloes nowadays go to school.

“Kasornkasiwit”, a school that teaches buffaloes as well
as their owners to plough the rice fields and perform
other agricultural jobs in an efficient manner, is regarded
as an example of development based on the principle
of “Socio-geography”. In other words, this development
principle is based on the specific features of the area
and the people’s ways of life, by not changing anything

valuable to the locals.

“Someone offered a plot of land in Sa Kaeo Province to
Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn.
It was a very beautiful piece of land but it was also low,
with flooding. At first we thought that we needed to build
a dam so we could use it for agriculture. Anyhow, Her
Royal Highness came up with a better idea. Her Royal
Highness said that there was no need to build a dam;
instead, there should be other appropriate use in this
flood area, such as raising buffaloes. These animals are
called Water Buffalo in English. This means buffaloes
can stay in the water. This idea is not contradict nature”,

said Dr. Sumet.

Instead of using a sledgehammer to crack a nut, or
pumping the water out of the area, this plot of land was
used to raise water buffaloes because its topography
was appropriate to do so. In the year 2009, Her Royal
Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn asked the
Chaipattana Foundation to establish Kasornkasiwit
School, featuring a 10-day training course. There are 25
teacher buffaloes teachers to train a class of 5 student
buffaloes. The school teaches only 10 classes a year,

so there will be in total 50 buffalo graduates annually.

In the first class, one buffalo failed the course because
it did not attend the class.

In certain classes, buffaloes graduated but owners did

not.

Some people did not know the meaning of “Kasorn” (a
Thai word referring to buffalo). They thought that it was
a general boarding school and would like their children

to study there.

Those who do not raise buffaloes or have buffaloes as
pets but want to try being a farmer ploughing with a

buffalo can contact Kasornkasiwit School.

It is a new and exotic check-in point that will definitely

make you happy.
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Have you ever seen a hospital in which the patient’s
rooms, even VIP rooms, have mold and leaking water
on the patient’s bed? No one wants to have this kind

of experience.
Such hospitals actually exist in Phang Nga Province.

At the time when tsunami struck the southern parts of
Thailand, the Chaipattana Foundation received a lot
of donations to help the victims. Although most of the
amount was used to build houses and repair schools,
there was still some amounts left. Her Royal Highness
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn, therefore, asked
the Chaipattana Foundation to find out the “Horrible

|”

Hospital” or community hospitals in remote areas and
on islands, which are in need of renovation. This was
to improve their compounds so that they would become
clean and beautiful again. This operation included the

support on necessary medical equipment as well.

Five hospitals had their name added with the word
“Chaipat”, Koh Yao
Chaipat Hospital, Kapong Chaipat Hospital, Tai Mueang
and Thung Rak Chaipat Health

i.e. Kuraburi Chaipat Hospital,

Chaipat Hospital,

Promoting Hospital.
New ceilings. New paint.

Yet, this was not at all equivalent to the morale support

derived from her royal prerogatives.
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“l Myself will be the Goddess of the Boat” :
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Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn told
the Chaipattana Foundation to help the people suffering
from the tsunami in the 6 southern provinces by providing
560 “Chaipattana-Thai Red Cross fiberglass boats”.

“Thousands of boats were destroyed. The Foundation
resumed some responsibility for this but it was so hard
to find enough wood. Therefore, Her Royal Highness
suggested using fiberglass instead. This method not only
complied with the original culture but also maintained
its original shape. Besides, the boat was developed to be
more efficient by increasing the wind room and putting
some sand underneath to balance the boat. In addition,
the villagers did not have to spend thousands of baht a
year to scrape off the barnacles, which did not stick to
the surface of fiberglass. However, at first, the villagers
did not accept this kind of boat as they thought it was
just a plastic one. After some trials, they began to have
confidence in this boat.”

This was followed by the second “However,...”

“However, they eventually refused to use these boats.
When asked for the reasons, they said there was no
goddess of the boat because it was not made of wood,
adding that the prow of boat had to be made of Takian
wood. When asked again whether they had ever seen the
goddess of boat or not, they replied that they had not, but
this legend had been told from generation to generation.
We asked them that if they would actually see the real
and concrete goddess of the fiberglass boat with their
own eyes, they would accept the boat or not. Though it
sounded unbelievable, they said they would accept it.”

When learning about this, Her Royal Highness
circumvented such a belief, just saying that “I myself
will be the goddess of the boat myself”.

On the day that we give away these boats to the locals,
Her Royal Highness tied the sacred cloth at the prow of
every boat to give morale support and encouragement.

“The tasks of the Foundation are diversified. Some cannot
be solved by means of academic principles,” concluded
Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul.



“Offer to Her Royal Highness First”
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It cannot be denied that love and faith of the citizens
make everything related to the royal family so sacred

that they would always adore it as an auspicious thing.

For example, Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul narrated that most
of the time when the local people received the envelope
containing seeds provided by the Chaipattana Foundation
delivered with the printed words “royally-granted seeds,”
they would put it on shelf, paid homage to, and nothing

grew.

“We finally told them it was better to grow the seeds

and just keep the envelope.”

Once again, the farmers in Kanchanaburi Province
received the seeds and then planted them. However,
after the harvest, they did not dare to eat what they
had grown. “These farmers thought the owner had not
yet eaten the yield. Therefore, they put some of their
yield in the basket and offered it to Her Royal Highness
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn first. This showed their
appreciation for the generosity they received from Her

Royal Highness already bore the yield.

They wanted to offer this to Her Royal Highness first,

and then they could have it themselves.”
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“The Last Resort”
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“On a day with a feeling of aimlessness, just a glance
on the Chaipattana Foundation’s sign is comforting. It

is like a last resort”

The great flood in 2011 caused a small family of “Khun
Tuk” Chonnanat Chareonjit, consisting of herself, her
mother and her sister, to flee the floods over three meters
high. She was one of many hundreds of people who had
received assistance from the Chaipattana Foundation
at the temporary shelter for flood victims which was
located in the area of Mahachulalongkorn Rajavidyalaya

University in Wang Noi District, Ayutthaya Province.

Yet, no sooner had she escaped from the flood, out of

the blue she encountered another unexpected event.

“The next day, 11 October 2011, | had never thought
Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn
would visit the victims at the shelter, in which there were
nearly 600 flood victims then. We were at the back of
the room and we wondered excitedly whether Her Royal
Highness would walk towards to us. Eventually, Her Royal
Highness came to us and we placed a towel on the floor
to prevent her feet from getting dirty. While | was paying
respect to Her Royal Highness, | burst into tears with
great delight. Moreover, | was asked what | was doing
then. | replied that | was studying at Ramkhamhaeng
University, but owing to the flood, | would not be able
to go there and | was quite concerned about my mother.
Then, Her Royal Highness told me once the water level

got lower, | should go back to the university.”

Throughout two months at this shelter, she said that
worries gradually transformed into happiness with
Her Royal Highness as a spiritual anchor. In addition,
there were volunteer monks from Mahachulalongkorn
Rajavidyalaya University, Wang Noi Campus, to comfort
us. Meanwhile, the Chaipattana Foundation took very
good care of the victims, especially in terms of food

supplies and professional training.

“During the crisis, | was so grateful to the royal assistance
graciously provided by Her Royal Highness.” Khun Tuk
said with tears. Today, she still keeps that towel with
Her Royal Highness’s footprint, including the royal life
support bag, and the royally-granted photos, all of which

are considered auspicious.

“Several years after that, Pee Nok, a staff member of
the Foundation, has always sent me New Year cards as
well as her best regards. This assures me that peace of
mind did not exist only for two months at the shelter.
It is eight years of a beautiful relationship with the
Chaipattana Foundation, even though we are far away

from each other.”

On New Year’s Day 2013, Khun Tuk made a garland with
gossamer fabric and offered it to Her Royal highness.
And since then, every New Year season, Khun Tuk and
her younger sister, Khun Tik, have always written a
postcard to express their loyalty, and they intended to

do this every year.

“l would like to let Her Royal Highness know that the

royal graciousness on that day will never be forgotten.”
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Every Brand of Milk
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The attention in every detail of Her Royal Highness
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn is deemed as a never-

ending story.

Again, at the event of great flood in 2011, the
Chaipattana Foundation was assigned to take care of
the victims urgently. In Ayutthaya Province, the children
in the temporary evacuation center were badly short
of milk supply for consumption. Once informed that
different children drank different brands of milk, Her
Royal Highness asked the staff to prepare 20 brands
of milk, including betel for the elderly, underwear, dog

and cat food, as well as pet cages.

One of the Foundation’s staff who was present in this
situation narrated that the Foundation’s rescue boat
is fully equipped with almost everything. Her Royal
Highness was prudent and careful. For instance, there
had to be 3 sizes of bags containing the giveaways: small,
medium, and large. The large one was for all the items.
The medium one was for wet cloth, while the small one

was for excretion.

“If someone wonders on what issues the Foundation has
spent its most of the budget, the answer is agriculture,
water, and everything related to the life of villagers,

including these various products.”
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“PatPat” Brings about Sustainability
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Do you know every product on the shelf in PatPat shops

has its own background? For example:

“Dried Roasted Garlic”, the first product of PatPat,
was produced due to the low price of garlic. It was not
worth to resell the garlic that had been bought by the
foundation, or to process it into fried garlic since it might
not be popular as to the health trend at that time. After
obtaining the support in terms of food science from King
Mongkut’s University of Technology Thonburi, today, we
have an opportunity to taste the fresh garlic subjected
to the drying process instead of frying. No oil is needed

but the garlic is still fragrant.

Another interesting product is “Fleur de Sel”, or salt
flower, originated from the unpaid rent. The said problem
was finally settled so successfully that it led to the
creation of the said product. Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul

described that

“People offered salt fields to the foundation in Samut
Sakhon Province. However, in one year, it was raining so
much that the villagers were not able to do salt farming
and then did not have enough income to pay the rent to

the Foundation. The Foundation, therefore, offered the

way out by having the villagers collect salt flower for
the Foundation instead. The salt flower rises like snow.
When contained into a beautiful bottle and put on sale,
the salt flower would generate income to the foundation
in place of missing rental fees. We are compromising
while not losing our benefit. The importance of this case
is there would be no dispute. Our society should always

find out the solution like this.”

This is corresponding to the meaning of “PatPat”, the
brand of the Foundation’s products granted by Her
Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn. The
first “Pat” means good, prosperous, progress, splendid,
beautiful, and auspicious, while the second “Pat” means

making it prosperous.

The “egg” in the oval represents the origin of everything
in the world. The Thai “number nine” represents the King
Rama IX, the founder of the Chaipattana Foundation.
And if observing carefully, it looks like the picture of
an “elephant” or “Plai PatPat”, crouching to receive
products from the community for sale. PatPat offers

opportunity, smile, income and, above all, sustainability.



“The Tasks Have not been
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One day, Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul met the King Rama IX
in order to report all situations at Siriraj Hospital. While
prostrating to pay respect, His Majesty intentionally

touched Dr. Sumet’s shoulder for the first time, and said:
“Sumet, the tasks have not been accomplished yet.”
It was like the last request.

His Majesty’s request to the Thai people via Dr. Sumet:

“Our duty is to take care of our country”
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Bestow Upon Us Your Gracious Benevolence

During his 70 years on the throne, His Majesty King
Bhumibol Adulyadej The Great dedicated himself
tirelessly to improve the lives of the Thai people. At the
early stage of his reign, the kingdom was facing a lack of
necessary factors which delayed the development of the
nation. Thailand was going through a phase of transition.
In certain areas of development, for instance the public
transportation, communication and health care systems,
as well as the agricultural sector particularly in rural
areas, were inadequate and the country could not move

forward.

It might be difficult for some of us to imagine what
Thailand was like during that time because a 70-year
period is as long as a person’s life. However, if one can
imagine a life without roads, without access to health
services, or without effective communication system,
it can explain the hardship that the Thai people were
experiencing. Working through sluggish public utilities
was challenging enough, driving the nation forward based
on those unready systems was even more difficult. Even
though it was a demanding task, His Late Majesty never
rested or left his people behind.

Whenever the Late King engaged himself in development
works, he was a great teacher, particularly to those who
worked closely for him. Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul, Secretary-
General of the Chaipattana Foundation, one of His Late
Majesty’s students, mentioned that working for His Late
Majesty was an invaluable experience which could be
It took Dr.
Sumet 35 years to be in school with His Late Majesty.

comparable to being back at school again.

Having graduated political science, Dr. Sumet had no
knowledge regarding agriculture. Every developmental
issue involving water, soil and other types of natural
resources were new to him. He had absolutely no idea on
how to assist His Late Majesty. When he learned about
his concern, the Late King told Dr. Sumet that “I will
teach you”. The Secretary-General was so delighted that
he considered himself truly fortunate to have a one of a

kind opportunity to work closely with the Late King. He
claimed that what His Late Majesty taught him in the
past has shaped who he is today.

“Observe everything | do, write down everything | say
and summarize all of it.” is what the Late King always
told Dr. Sumet and this is the beginning of his never-
ending learning journey.

During the past 35 years that he followed the advice, Dr.
Sumet was able to summarize His Late Majesty’s guiding
principles of his development works which include 6
moral principles, 13 thinking principles and 8 practice
principles. Even time has passed, all these guiding
principles will not be obsolete. They can be applied to
everyone, both in their work life and everyday routines.

In order to effectively apply the guiding principles,
we should carefully study all of the aspects which will
guide us to understand the principles more thoroughly.
Some principles come in a form of metaphor which do
not trigger immediate comprehension. Here are some

of the examples.

e Continue Working like Giving Offerings to the
Monks: To carry out any tasks, we should not
worry about trivial things and should not treat
anything or anyone with partiality. This can be
comparable to giving offering to the monks. The
Buddhists in Thailand believe that in order to
obtain pure merit, they must not choose which
monks they want to give the offering to. There
is no giver or receiver which purifies the act of

giving and receiving.

e Planting Forests in the People’s Hearts: This
principle was invented when His Late Majesty
worked in the area of reforestation. He taught
that if we want the local people to preserve the
forest, we should encourage them to understand

the benefits that they can gain from the forest
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and they will be willing to take action. There is
no use in forcing them. If they love the forest,
they will protect it with their strength and
enthusiasm.

e Using Vice to Defeat Vice: This principle was
created when His Late Majesty used hyacinthes,
which was normally thought to be weeds, in
the process to treat wastewater. This principle
shows that something that most people consider
worthless can be of benefit. There are always
two sides to every coin, as there are always two
sides of everything. Therefore, one should not
look at only one side of something for the other
side might be beneficial and valuable.

The last principle, the Victory through Development,
is the ultimate goal of the Chaipattana Foundation
in accordance with the speech graciously granted by
His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej The Great on 4
December, 1994.

“..Victory for the nation, by the aim of the Chaipattana
Foundation, means peace... we will be the prosperous
and progressive Thailand. It will be the victory through
development fitting for the name of the foundation which
is ‘Victory through Development’. This ‘Victory through
Development’ has the ultimate goal of peace, prosperity
and national well-being...”

The Late King established the Chaipattana Foundation for
the benefit of the national development. Due to certain
requirements and budget constraints encountered by
governmental agencies, the Foundation was designed
to provide prompt, timely and necessary responses to
various problems faced by the Thai people which can

be accomplished through different development projects
scattered around the country. His Late Majesty himself
acted as the honorary president, therefore the budget
constraint was no longer a problem. Moreover, every baht
donated to the Foundation derived from love and trust
of the donors who wanted to be a part of the national
development conducted by their beloved King.

During 28 October to 3 November, 2019, the memorable
event “30 Years of the Victory through Development”
was organized at the Central World Shopping Complex
with the purpose to publicize the development works
performed by the Foundation.

On the last day of the event “30 Years
of Victory through Development”, we received special
guest named Chef Art or Khun Supamongkol Supapipat,
who is the 1% Thailand Chef’'s Table, to show how to
cook special menu at Eden 1% floor, Central World.
The odor of the delicacy spelled the visitors nearby
to come and see. Many people might not be familiar
with the word “Chef’s Table”. The definition of Chef’s
Table was explained by Chef Art that it was as if being
invited to experience high art cooking at chef’s home.
The cooking’s ingredients are deliberately selected. For
those who want to try Chef’s Table’s special dish must
reserve the seat in advance. Normally, the chef will
accept only one group of guests each time. The Chef’s
Table menu will be changed occasionally as to chef’s
recommendations. Unlike the normal restaurant, the
menu for selection is always the same. “Chef’s Table”
sounds very special, doesn’t it? As mentioned earlier,
the ingredients used for cooking are truly premium and
masterpiece.

In the exhibition “PatPat Tea Seed Oil”, Chef Art
demonstrated how to cook the special dish by using
PatPat Camellia Oleifera Seed OQil as one of the
ingredients.

Cooking Instructions

1. Stew Cherry tomatoes and Chinese garlic with tea seed oil in skillet over medium heat for about 2
hours.

2. Set your burner on medium and put oil following with sliced garlic and sliced onion. Keep frying until
they turn yellow and then put Cherry tomatoes.
Use spatula to smash the tomatoes. After that, put stock and keep simmer.
Add the rest of ingredients and seasoning as to your preference. Lower the heat and rest it.
Fry the lobster with cheese and frame with white wine sauce. Put in the saucing pot and heat with low
temperature.

6. Cook pasta and rinse it. Once the pasta is ready, put in saucing pot over medium heat and fry them
thoroughly with butter.

7. Serve with Pesto sauce.

When | first heard that the Chaipattana Foundation
would become a part of the 10" World Environmental
Education Congress, | was thrilled. We are going global!

The World Environmental Education Congress or WEEC
is an international congress addressing education
for environment and sustainable development. The
congresses are held biannually in different parts of the
world. The first WEEC was held in Portugal and the
second to the 9" WEECs were held in Brazil, Italy, South
Africa, Canada, Australia, and Morocco, respectively. The
10" WEEC was organized in Thailand. It was the first
time that the congress was landed in Asia.

Headquartered in lItaly, the World Environmental
Education Congress Network or WEEC Network, acts
as the organizer who decides in which country WEECs
would be hosted next. The Network has also connected
all actors at the international level in the field of
environmental education. The past congresses have
shown the participation of thousands of people from
over 100 countries: university professors, government
officials and international organizations, journalists,
political representatives, businesses, NGOs, as well as
different United Nations bodies.

This year the Network accepted the Chaipattana Foundation together with the Faculty of Environment, Kasetsart
University as a host of the 10" WEEC which was held at the Bangkok International Trade and Exhibition Center
(BITEC) during 3-7 November 2019.

As one of the staff of the Chaipattana Foundation, | was assigned to be responsible for the opening ceremony which
was graciously presided over by Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn, the Honorary President of the
Chaipattana Foundation. It was such a memorable experience to listen to Her Royal Highness’ special remarks. This
experience is not only memorable for myself, but also for other foreign participants, particularly the foreign speakers
who we invited to give their talks at the event. | recall that a speaker from Malaysia told me that it was amazing
to hear that the princess of Thailand had various interests that cover a wide range of aspects of development.

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Another assignment that | received was to serve as

a chair person on a session about the environmental
education. | was invited to chair a session in international
conferences before, and those conferences were also
organized in Bangkok. | thought that this session, that |
was about to chair, would have been the same as what
| have experienced. On the contrary, it actually turned
out quite differently. From my experience, the presenters
who prepared the papers to be presented during the
session were mostly from Thailand and the neighbouring
countries. The contents of their papers were, therefore,
not too difficult for me to relate to.

However, this time when | received the abstracts from
the presenters, | was surprised to see that these 12
presenters came from 11 countries starting from Mexico,
Chile, Brazil, Czech Republic, Taiwan, Japan, Macao,
Korea, Canada, England and Nigeria. There was no one
from Thailand and from countries in South East Asia.
Although | was surprised, | was, at the same time, pretty
happy to learn and to hear different stories from different
continents. It opened up new horizons. | enjoyed every
paper and every presenter. They all had unique stories
to tell and unique styles of presenting. Some of them
could hardly speak or understand English. We, thus,
prepared translators for some languages. One presenter
from Japan, whose English was weak, even got up and
sang a Japanese song for us. It was wonderful.
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My next assignment was to serve as a panellist on the

same topic, environmental education. The discussions
delivered by the five panellists were captivating and
inspiring. A British lady from London who has been
in Thailand teaching and involving in environmental
education for 6 years came up to me and said that she was
excited to hear about what the Chaipattana Foundation
has been doing with school children. She admired the
effort that has been taken and willing to volunteer with
the Foundation in the near future. As well as a professor
from Beijing Normal University and a manager from
Japanese educational organization, they expressed their
interests in having a collaboration with the Foundation.

The congress ended with the trips. Around 150
participants were divided into two groups to join two
trips to the Chaipattana Foundation’s projects. The
first one is to visit the Bang Krachao project and
another trip is visit the Laem Phak Bia and Ampawa
Chaipattananurak projects. On that day, even though
everyone was exhausted, they all enjoyed the excursions.
The Chaipattana Foundation’s development works and

hospitality exceeded participants’ expectations.

The WEEC 2019 was a success. More than 1,800
participants from 46 countries joined the congress. A
variety of activities were there for everyone to participate,
for example lively exhibitions and stimulating talks
prepared by various parties such as business companies,
not-for-profits organizations and state enterprises which
are involved in the field of environment. On each day,
hundreds of students came to explore the exhibitions
which they could join for free. We are also pleased to
learn that high profile speakers from universities and
UN agencies from around the world kindly accepted
our invitations to share their ideas at the congress. The
event would not have been so powerful without all the
hard work of everyone involved. Special thanks go to all

supporters who made this event happen.
