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His Late Mopesty visited oll parts of Thailand. meeting his people who were mostly in
agricultural sector as we honored that ogriculture is very important for food security not only
for Thailand, It i3 also the source of clothing and othaer things. For farmer, water, good weather,
fartile soil and good seads are crucial.

His Late Majesty goined his knowledge on water rescurce management from his
childhood and travel experiences. He was always seen camying mops ond the walkie-talkie, also
discussing matters with experts and farmers and offering some of his opinions to officiols and
farmers. Conducting irigation projects wos not easy. The Departmant of Irigotion hos o wait
for the budget. While waiting for the buwdget. the water of that year may have aclready flown
inte the seo In 1981, the government set up the Office of the Royaol Development Projects
Board. The officials of the board followed His Late Maojesty. taking notes of his ideas and projects.
The aodvantoge of having the boord waos that the budget could be opproved more quickly
than before.

Then in 1988, His Lote Majesty founded a non-governmental organization, the
Chaipattana Foundation. The Foundation was aimed at providing prompt, timely and necessary
responses through various development projects to solve the problems affecting the pecple.
The Foundation has followad the philosophy of Sufficlency Economy bosed on the concepts and
conditions of balance, affordability, simplicity and practicality. When His Late Majesty wished
to start any project, for eaxample flood control in Southern Thailand. At that time, we nead the
prompt response to the problem. so |, as o chairperson of the committes, could opprove the
rmoney in time.

After His Late Majesty pasted away, we have tried to continue his works as he wished
to carry out new projects in the same line of his thoughts and ideas. Here are some sxamples
of agricultural development, environmental quality improvement ond management, waber
and notwrol resource monogement, 1ol improvemant. energy conservation for axomple wing
blo-anergy. natural disaster relisf and recovery. Maost cccupations or jobs of the people are
in agriculture and handicraft. The handicraft project con be sold in our shop called PatPat
shop. We hove many PotPot shops in many ploces and we help people with education, giving
schatarships to students especially in medical profession. And wa look after teo private schools,
one in Mokhon Pothom Province and another in Bangkok.

The cooperation, including international cooperation and national cooperation
with various agencies. governmental and private enterprise. International cocperation,
wa cooperate with many countries, for example with Morthlight School in Singopora, toking
school childran from Thai schools in the remote areas to Northlight School. and fomatimes
the students from Morthlight School come to wvisit us in Thailand. | think it's very successful
becouse I've seen a boy who did feel thot he could not do anything in his life. After going
to Morthlight, he has more motivation on whot to do and come back studying in technical
school and now he works s technician in the foctory. In Maloysio, Choipattona Foundation
colloborates with the institute of Bioproduct Development and it B very convenient becouse
we don't have to buy the cirplane ticket we just go by cor ond reach the destination very
gasily. In Chino. we colloborate with Guangzhou Institute of Geocchamistry.
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At Laem Phok Big, in Ban Laem District, Phetchabuwi Province, there areé many projects
aiming ot studying and conducting research to find notural methods to dispose gorbage and
treat polluted water, thus restoring the envirenment the natural methods consist of the use of
some aguatic plants to absark the pellutants frem the water.

His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej The Great troveled all over the country because our lives
are outtide Bangkek and the foods we eat come from outside cities. City dwellers don't produce foods.
If people outside cities cannot sustain thair lives, neither can city dwallers. This is the reason why His Lote
Majesty spant aight months working cutside cities every yeor. The Lote King has to inspect soll, water, wind
and fire to ensure that we can get by, 50, we must follow His Late Majesty’s advice.

His Late Majesty used to teach us, “When you build a house? What do you do first?” His Late Maojesty’s
approach to teaching is really like that of statesman. It's simple. Do you instoll doors and windows? Do you
ley floor tiles? Do you install roofing materials? Mol What do we do first? This building can be sustained on o
foundation. Constructicn of an ordinary parson’s house requires piling work first. Piles are driven underground.
Without them, buildings will collopse. Buildings and small and big houses con stand becouse they are
propped up by invisible objects. But today we simply forget that, By the some token. virtue represents
a foundation of humanity.

Integrity is subjective. It has a broad meaning and so
it must be transloted into o principle of proctice if it is to be
valuable in our lives. Ethics refers to good conduct. action and
thought. In Buddhism, there are basic principles of dhamma
{virtua) thot teach people to do good deeds in detail.
including  mannerisms, wverbal communication, non-verbal
axprasson, and emotional states. For instance, BT RS oRe|
consists of metta (compassion), karvna (help relieve others
from suffering). mudita (being joyful when someons lives
a happy life), and ubelddha (neutral feeling). = P CeiRtele T
consists of dana (giving), piyavaca (polite and kind tall),
atthacaoriya (moke oneself vseful), and somoanattata (conduct
onesalf properly) Bl it Rdconsists of chanda (satisfaction),
viriya (determination). chitta (concentration), and vimangsa
(rerasoning).

When these dhamma principles are mentioned, we
can think of them. But in our daily life. we simply don't poy
enough attention to theam. 50, we should make integrity and
goodness a habit. His Late Majesty respected a practitioner
more than a man of integrity — someone who just sits and
preaches these virtues. To get results. we must apply and
practice what we already know.

Economy. development prograssas on a middle path
of prudence, and the emphasis is put on self-relionce
and adequate living conditions. Its conceptual
framework consists of modest living, sensibility
and good self-immunity thot will ensure step-by-
stop development according to the principlas of
knowledge and integrity. which are adopted as an
approach to carry on with one’s life.

ways of life bosed on Buddhist worldviews
and economics are principally centered on
mcdaration and methods to control consumption
bohaviors, and they are consistent with the stote of
‘majjhima’ — that is, ways to conduct one’s salf in
a proportional and moderate manner. The alements
of this practice — ‘mafjhima patipada’, — were
preached by Buddha during his first sermon. The
middle path signifies o concept of not too axtreme,
bold or loose. and it s a guiding principle that
leads to moderation and the removal of suffering.
This guiding principle colled Magga 8 consists of
right view, right thought, right speech, right action,
right livelihcod. right effort, right mindfulness and
right resolve, All these components are included
in the conceptual framework of His Late Mojesty's
philosophy of Sufficiency Economy.

Having
a good presence of mind leads to moking choices
that are beneficial to oneself and the society.
At the some time, one should have “kalyanamitta’
— that is. knowing how to choose to bafriend good
people. Only good friends will guide you to do

person who contemplates relevant causes and
tactors through thinking and analytical processes. In
this way. wisdom leads to action.

2.1 ‘Sommasangkoppa’ thinking process
means having the right thought by seseing things the
way they are in reality. Having o correct, objective
view or opinion i called “sammaoditthi’. This process
requires ‘sammasamadhl’ — that is, training of the
mind to reach a stote of peace and tranguility. which
brings about wisdom.

2.2 "Atthannwta’ analysis means knowing
how to analyze the couses of an event and whatever
haoppens in one’s life. ‘Dhammannuta’ means
analyzing the effects derived from a couse. and
‘attannuta’ means knowing how to cnalyze cnesalf
in terms of knowledge, integrity and capability.

2.3 Applying wisdom means using knowledge
to contemplate and establish o suitable linkage.
knowing how to apply knowledge in various situations,
constantly seeking knowledge, and not fixating on
textbooks and adhering to ‘kalamasutta’ — the
principle of belief and action towards doubtiul
things. Then., one will attain ‘sutamayapanna’
of wisdom gained from listening and careful
contemplation. Then ‘yonkomanaslkara® will bring
about "cintomoyapanng’ — witdom darived from
thought and contemplation will lead to wisdom
derived from practice until gaining Insightful

knowledge or "bhavanamayapanna®.
