Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul, Secretary-General of the Chaipattana Foundation, stated that His Majesty
King Bhumibol Adulyadej had initiated a great number of endeavor’s specifically for the benefits and
well-being of his people for more than 70 years. We, therefore, should continue his resolution by
applying and practicing his initiatives in a sustainable manner, for ourselves, for our family, for our
community, and certainly for our country.

On 13 October 2018, Dr. Sumet Tantivejkul, Secretary-General of the Chaipattana Foundation,
made a speech honoring His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej, on the subject of “Great Respect to
the Great King”, in memorial to His Majesty’s unusual inspiration and to mark the two years since
His Majesty passed away, at Ratchapanadda Sirindhorn Conference Room, Srisavarindira Building,
Siriraj Hospital.

Dr. Sumet said that was the second time that he had made this kind of speech. The first time,
he made such speech in grief, but this time, he had to control his emotions, while trying to base
his speech on cognizance instead. His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej had always been teaching
us to rely on our cognizance rather than emotion. This is because sometimes the emotion would
lead us to nothing positive. Advantages are all everywhere. On his accession to the throne in 1950,
His Majesty promised to the Thai people that “We shall reign in righteousness for the benefit and
happiness of Siamese people”. Throughout his reign, His Majesty ruled the nation without any power
abuse at all, but with only love, compassion, and, above all, responsibility to the land. The land
herein refers to such tangible substances as soil, water, and forest. In other words, it means nature.
Today we seem not to withhold the nature because we see resources instead. The forest has
disappeared and so have all the headwater shelves or the main rivers; i.e. Ping, Wang, Yom, and Nan.
Dhamma has also vanished. Nevertheless, His Majesty never felt discouraged; rather, His Majesty had
tried his best to preserve what remained, though not much, while attempting to revive these resources.

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Throughout 70 years of the reign, His Majesty always spent 8 months a year in various
provinces visiting and providing assistance to his people. His Majesty usually spent 2 months in
Chiang Mai, 2 months in Sakon Nakhon, 2 months in Narathiwat, and 2 months in Hua Hin. His
Majesty did not stay in these places for pleasure; instead, His Majesty worked so hard that he went
to bed late every night. He did everything “advantageous” as he had promised to his people, e.g.
reforming and managing soil, water, and forest in order to preserve and use them in a useful manner.
This is to provide happiness to the land as His Majesty had insisted.

Dr. Sumet added that, having been serving and following His Majesty for 35 years, he saw the
king working very hard everyday. The king always thought and did everything for others with no need
of anything in return. His Majesty did not seem to live his life as happily as we did; however, His
Majesty always provided us with great happiness all the time. Never did His Majesty utter any complaint
while proceeding anywhere no matter how awful the weather was. Now we believe that His Majesty is
looking at us from the heaven. We had better apply and pass on his teachings for the sustainability.
Had we not done this, we would otherwise have passed on depleted land, dry and polluted rivers to our
offspring. What we will do from now on will be beneficial to us, to our children, and to the future of our
country. This is called sustainable development.
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Dr. Sumet elaborated that His Majesty realized the significance of rural communities, saying that
if rural communities can thrive, so can we, and vise versa. Without soil or water, how could we have
any rice to consume? Everything is dependent on rural areas. People in urban areas produce nothing;
they just consume and leave tons of waste. We must not forget those who nurture us. According
to His Majesty’s remark, it is understood that the royal tasks cover everything up to the sky. We
look up and we just see the sky. Yet, His Majesty saw the clouds and water from there. Once the
rain touches the ground, trees are cultivated to create protected forests. In the center of hills were
built several reservoirs used for fish breeding. Even on the foothills, His Majesty encouraged the
cultivation of cash trees such as lychee, longan, mango, palm, for consumption and sale. Around the
mountain base, the water is allowed to flow into the dams where the fish can be farmed again. From
this point, the water shall flow past the plain areas and plantations, and finally into the rivers for
further use by the city people. Then, it becomes waste water again. And again, His Majesty
continued to treat it, for instance, by means of Laem Phak Bia Project in Phetchaburi Province. The
said project solely relies on natural methods, e.g. sedimentation pond, oxygen in the air, sunlight,
and crops, etc. There are as many as 22 kinds of crops that can treat wastewater, e.g. water hyacinth,
cattail, canna flower, etc. So, there is no need to budget billons of baht to build a treatment plant.

Dr. Sumet
narrated that His Majesty visited his people and found
that they could not grow anything there because of
acid soil with too much sulphur. When asked whether
the soil there was acidic (sour) or not, the villagers
replied innocently that they did not know since they
had never tasted it. His Majesty felt amused when
realizing that the question was quite ambiguous.
Then, a Soil Aggravation Project was initiated and
today the villagers there are able to grow rice and
other crops.

His Majesty learned that
vetiver grass could hold the sand surface, and then
assigned the cultivation of this grass on the areas
prone of this disaster. Once informed, the border
patrol police delivered the grass to the area, but in
bunches that could not be grown. It was necessary
to explain that the required vetiver grass had to
be seedlings that can be further planted. After the
cultivation of this wonderful grass, there have been no
problems of landslides anymore. In addition, the dried
leaves of this grass can be used to make a variety of
products. Initially, once told to grow this grass, the
farmers complained that even the rice could not help
them, so they would have been starving if they had
grown such grass. His Majesty finally showed them
about the benefits of vetiver grass; since then, this
grass has been widely cultivated.

When Meteorological Department predicted that
there would be a big storm passing Thailand, His
Majesty did not think so because he had based his
prediction on a local wisdom and saw that it would
be dry during that time. And eventually His Majesty
was right. His Majesty also explained funnily that
he had already negotiated with Mani Mekhala
and asked her to stop the rainstorm. His Majesty actually
implied that the new science could be employed
successfully with the old one. Perhaps, the old one
might be more appropriate in certain operations.



Though the technology has been advanced, we should

not ignore traditional science and theories.

Nam Kam River Basin Operation
and Maintenance Project. His Majesty learned that the
people in Nam Kam River Basin were always facing
inundation in rainy season and drought in the dry
season. While proceeding to Sakon Nakhon Province,
His Majesty uttered that we had never made use of
Mekong River at all, and then provided the drawing
of Nam Kam River Basin Operation and Maintenance
Project, which he had prepared while on the plane. It
looked messy and full of small floodgates that helped
preserve water from inundation for future use in dry
season.

Dr. Sumet said he used to lead His
Majesty to Khao Wong District, Kalasin Province but
finally all got lost. His Majesty said “Follow me!”
because he had already studied the map of this area.
We had led His Majesty there but we had to follow him
back. There was some barbed wire at that area which
was removed for the convenience of His Majesty.
Before going back, His Majesty ordered “Don’t forget
to fix them”.

Due to
drought and famine in Lampayang watershed area,
His Majesty built the upper Lampayang reservoirs,
which were in the watershed developed by the King.
Earlier, this area was not at all suitable for rice
cultivation. However, at present, the sticky rice grown
here is considered the best.

This is the project that
prevents flooding problems. Kaem Ling initially was
difficult to understand, but His Majesty explained
that it was like giving so many bananas to the monkey
that they had to keep them in their cheeks. Thus, his
idea was understood that there should be some areas
equipped with watergates for water preservation. In
the event of flooding, these areas shall reserve water
for use in the dry season.
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One day His Majesty persuaded
Dr. Sumet to go out to Makkasan Swamp, where the
water was spoiled full of oil and water hyacinths. On
that day, the governor of Bangkok and the governor
of the State Railway of Thailand, who welcomed His
Majesty, were asked who was the big boss there.
Nevertheless, neither of them understood the question.
Besides, both refused to take responsibility for the
said problem. Therefore, His Majesty suggested using
water hyacinths to filter the wastewater. The said
method was effective and successful. The waste oil on
the water surface could also be extracted for further
use as low-grade oil.

When spotting wastewater
in different areas, His Majesty tried best to solve
this problem. His Majesty used water wheels of the
farmers as a model to invent Chaipattana Low Speed
Surface Aerator Model RX-2, which refers to Royal
Experimentation 2. This model can ventilate oxygen
efficiently and treat wastewater very well; so it has
been widely used until now. This model of aerator
can treat wastewater at Laem Phak Bia so efficiently
that the mangrove around there increases averagely
19.5 rai (7.8 acres) a year, beginning with only
800 rai (320 acres) and now over 1,200 rai (480
acres). His Majesty’s idea is on the basis of nature
helps nature. His Majesty also taught the students
at Wang Klai Kang Won School to identify problems
and solutions by means of hands-on experience, not
focusing only on theories in the classroom.

His Majesty is
believed to be an inventor as a child. The Princess
Mother always taught him to collect his own money
if he wanted to buy any toys. His Majesty used to
assembly an “ok” sailboat and attend the 4" Laemtong
Sports Competition in 1967. Finally, His Majesty won
the race with his own “ok” sailboat.




His Majesty wondered,
in addition to provincial forest offices, why there were
not any village forest offices so that people could help
one another in reforestation. The officials of the royal
forest department should carry out reforestation within
the midst of people, and then these people would grow
and take care of the trees on the land of this country.
Moreover, His Majesty suggested growing 3 kinds of
trees for 4 kinds of advantages, i.e. hardwood trees for
construction and sale, edible plants such as fruits and
vegetables, and fast-growing trees for use as energy;
and the fourth advantage is that these trees could
preserve soil and water.

His Majesty proceeded to harvest the
rice in Ban Sang, Prachin Buri Province, and said that
“I have brown rice every day because of its benefits for
the body. White rice lacks of these benefits. The brown
rice is very good. They said the poor always eat brown
rice. | am poor too because | eat brown rice”. After
this dialogue was publicized, more and more people
have turned to eat brown rice.

is His Majesty’s guidelines concerning
land management for housing and sustainable living
condition. According to the theory, the land is divided
into four parts, i.e. one for water, one for rice farming,
one for farm crops, and the other one for living and
animal farms, in a ratio of 3:3:3:1. It is the principle
of land and water management for agriculture with an
aim to bring about utmost benefits. This theory was
first tried within the His Majesty’s private area near
Wat Mongkol, Saraburi Province. The temple was later
renamed as Wat Mongkol Chaipattana. The Chaipattana
Foundation was assigned to set up the said area as
a demonstration plot for agricultural development
with collaboration from villages, temples and schools.
It was expected that the people there could learn and
apply the knowledge from the said demonstration plot
in their real life. Similarly, many other projects had
been tested by His Majesty within Chitalada Palace
before being launched as royal-initiative projects.
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Fried Rice:

Pencils, Toothpaste tubes, and Shoes of His Majesty:
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His Majesty was very talented in music; for example, His majesty
composed several songs, taught music lessons to medical royal guards, government officials, and
courtiers until they could play an instrument. Then, His Majesty established “Sahai Pattana” musical
band, of which the symbol was a hare blowing the trombone. The said symbol was designed by Her
Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn.

Dr. Sumet said His Majesty had been working very hard just for the benefits
of his country and his people. That is why His Majesty always looked serious with no smile. In 1960,
during visit to USA, a foreign correspondent asked why His Majesty was so serious and never smiled.
His Majesty then turned to Her Majesty the Queen and said “She is my smile”.

Initially, the design of chapel, pavilion, and monk’s houses
of this temple required the budget of 120 million baht. Once seeing the plan, His Majesty ordered
to reduce the budget to 12 million baht. The temple was given to the community and for religious
ceremony therein, so it should not be so grand but it should comply with the size of the community.
Therefore, the cost of construction of the chapel was only 3 million baht, focusing on simplicity with
utmost benefit. The simple plan of this temple was later used as a model for many other temples.

Wat Yan Sang
Wararam Woramahawihan is the temple that was built and bestowed to His Majesty on the auspicious
occasion of His Majesty the King’s 5" Cycle Birthday Anniversary in 1987. The temple is under royal
patronage and it covers the areas allocated for the royal projects, e.g. reservoirs for agriculture, parks,
area for preserved animals, and forest, etc. Viharnra Sien was built on the same occasion on a piece
of land within the royal projects. His Majesty presided the opening ceremony in the year 1993. Before
this time, nothing could be constructed because it would always be damaged by fire. It was believed
that there was a dragon under that area and it always puffed fire since there was no water for it to play
with. Nonetheless, as soon as His Majesty had a reservoir built thereon, the dragon was believed to stop
puffing fire, and there has been no more fire since then.



The pet that His Majesty loved so much is Khun Tongdaeng, a Thai mongrel
dog adopted from Pattana Medical Center on Rama IX Road. His Majesty did not have any purebred or
expensive dogs from other countries.

In 1992, His Majesty proceeded to observe the area for building dams
in Klong Nam Jued, Ban Tung Kej, Saiburi District, Pattani Province, with an aim to help villagers who
lacked water for consumption. Uncle Wadeng Puteh, a villager of Saiburi District did not believe the
news as his area was such a remote and underdeveloped one. When he really saw His Majesty, he was
very excited. He did not know what to offer to such a generous King. He had only a water pump which
he had just bought; so he offered that pump to His Majesty. Uncle Wadeng used to be asked about
insurgent separatism. Uncle Wadeng wondered why they wanted to separate from the country. Living
on the nation was much more pleasant than living separate, which was very uncomfortable.

Dr. Sumet narrated that His Majesty, while proceeding to different areas, was always
bitten by leeches. One day, His Majesty and Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn
had to walk deep down into the forest in Si Sakhon District, Narathiwat Province, in order to examine
the area for reservoir. At that time, it was raining heavily and the ground became muddy. Not only
that, the area was one of the most densely areas for leeches. On the way back to Thaksin Ratchaniwet
Palace, the royal car had to stop suddenly as His Majesty realized that one leech was biting on his
body. His Majesty asked Her Royal Highness to remove that fat bloodsucking leech, which was usually
called Tua Yuek Yue. The leech was released on the sideway, not to be killed. Throughout the time of
following His Majesty to perform any missions, His Majesty had never been seen to kill anything, even
the mosquitoes flying around his head and face. What His Majesty did was just sweep them away.

Not only did His Majesty try not to kill anything but His Majesty adhered in the principle of No
Anger, i.e. be patient and not angry at others. In 1962, during the visit to Australia, there were some
activists who did not want to stay under the commonwealth, or British Royal Family. These students
were supported by some politic cults trying to overthrow the Thai government, and they acted very
rudely to His Majesty. Yet, His Majesty did not feel angry about that at all while greeting the people
who came to welcome him as usual. Finally, the said students became quiet and turned to welcome
His Majesty instead.

Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri
Sirindhorn gave the above remark to the members

of jasmine rice 105 production group in Ra Ngang
Sub-district, Sikhoraphum District, Surin Province,
on 5 September 2018.

Two years earlier, the Patpat Project of the
Chaipattana Foundation was assigned by Her Royal
Highness to assist on the products from reed mats of
the farmers participating in jasmine rice 105 production
group “Friends for Friends” of Prince Chakraband
Pensiri Center For Plant Development. It was also
the first time that we had entered the area of Ban Nong
Phai, Ra Ngang Sub-district, Sikhoraphum District,
Surin Province, together with Ajarn Jarupatch
Achawasmith and the students from Faculty of Architecture,
Major in Textile Industry, King Mongkut’s Institute of
Technology Ladkrabang. We met Aunty Rueng
(Boonrueng Chana), head of royally-granted rice
production group. Many senior women in the group were
very happy that we visited them and they gladly showed
us the reed mats they had made.
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The reed mats of Ban Nong Phai Group were
attractive with amazing patterns. The group have been
weaving reed mats since 2007, mostly for sale within
their villages. We had learned and understood the
problems of those who wanted to sell more reed mats.
The weaving of reed mats is an alternate occupation
after farming season.

“PatPat” is a brand name given by Her Royal
Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn to all
products under the projects of Chaipattana
Foundation. The objective thereof is to develop the
products of different communities, increasing the
quality until they deserve the brand “PatPat”, which
will be followed by more marketing opportunities. The
said development cannot be carried out within one day,
one week, or one month. It requires so many steps,
such as trial and error; and above all, there must be
a reorientation of attitudes. The colors of reed mats
from Ban Nong Phai, in our point of views, were not
attractive to the customers in Bangkok. In addition,
it was very difficult to sell the mats there.
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The professors and the students joining the trip
at that time took the reed mats back to study for the
next field trip. On the second trip to Ban Nong Phai,
Ajarn Jarupatch Achawasmith and the students showed
the designs of new patterns on the mats as well as
the bags that were made from reed mat. The aunties
in the group were obviously excited about these
designs. We all agreed that the graphic patterns
designed by the students matched with the demands
of the PatPat’s target group. However, the said patterns
were mostly in black and white, which were
complained by the aunties that, “The colors look very
dim and sorrowful; We wonder who will buy these”.
This is because these aunties were familiar with
such bright colors as green and red. Once turning
to only black and white, they seemed not to be happy
about it. Finally, however, they stopped complaining
when the products were selling very well.

Next, when the aunties were able to improve the
quality of reed mats, as to our criteria, we invited
Khun Chaiyos and Khun Kanwara Patdadsada, owners of
Tango Leather Company Limited, who were introduced



by Ajarn Jarupatch to help with the designs to diversify
the products. We would like to say thanks to these
three people for making the products from reed mats
of Ban Nong Phai more widely recognized. Khun
Chaiyos and Khun Kanwara Patdadsada joined all
the the field trips with PatPat team and taught the
villagers by themselves. Besides, they invited some
of the group members to learn about bag sewing,
free of charge, at their company in Bangkok. Initially,
Khun Chaiyos and Khun Kanwara taught simple
techniques of how to make a small basket, just by
cutting the mat as to the provided patterns and then
assembling them into a basket by means of crochet
stitch. This was followed by the making of boxes of
different sizes. The products were selling so well that
the demand exceeded the production. It took time
because every product was completely handmade.
When the aunties were getting more proficient, Khun
Chaiyos and Khun Kanwara began to design the
shopping bags, like those in Japan, and selected
certain patterns of the mats for these bags.

These were the graphic patterns designed by the
students, i.e. the black and white that had been
complained by the aunties. Surprisingly, the bags
came out to be very beautiful. PaPat debuted this
design at “Style Bangkok Fair” at BITEC Bangna in
April 2018. More than 100 bags were reserved at
the fair. In addition, Khun Chaiyos promoted this bag
design in VOGUE magazine, increasing its sales
and orders substantially. The customers called this
PatPat product as VOGUE bags. Every piece of work
was completely handmade, from weaving to being
assembled into bags, so the production time was
considered a very important factor. Since the main
job of this group was rice farming, all of them grew
rice in farming season. In rainy season, the reed could
not be dried. Nonetheless, this did not discourage our
customers. They could wait no matter how long it would
take. Some customers of PatPat flew directly from Japan
just to order these reed bags for sale in their country.
They said they could wait. The aunties in the group
were so glad that their bags made from reed mats were
selling marvelously well. This provided them with so
much enthusiasm.
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Above all, Her Royal Highness Princess
Sirivannavari kindly acted as a presenter for PatPat,
holding the reed mat bag from agricultural group of
Ban Nong Phai. All of the members overwhelmingly
appreciated H.R.H. kindness.

In Surin Province, there were more districts where
people wove reed mats as supplemental income.
After developing reed mats in Sikhoraphum District,
we were asked by other districts to visit and observe the
operation of their groups. Once seeing styles, patterns,
and skills of weaving in other groups, we learned that
the identities of different groups differed much from
one another. However, basically, all groups made the
mats just for sale within their areas, lacking style
and design development. It was understood that
these members were just farmers, not designers.
We could help to give them useful advice and help
them have more target customers and wider markets.
We are always taught and reminded of the geosocial
factor; in other words, we must not change the existing
traditional life style. The assistance provided to them
must enable them to further develop markets themselves.
We would like to admire the great determination of all
aunties in all groups that we had helped on reed mat
development. All of them were very attentive to what
we had given and were ready to go ahead together.
They accepted all mistakes and were promptly willing
to correct them. This is in accordance to what Her
Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn said,
“...People today do not buy our products just because
they want to help us. But it is because they really want
our products...”



We have always reminded the members that
they must maintain quality and standards, protecting
the image of the group and of the royally-granted
brand. The bags made from reed mats from other two
districts, i.e. Ban Chaleek Group, Nong Masaew,
Srinarong District, and Ban Phra Kaew Group, Sang
Khla District, Surin Province, are very beautiful with
their own group identities. We choose the same kind of
bag, but with different in characteristic and patterns.
For instance, the bags from Ban Nong Phai Group,
Ra Ngang Sub-district, Sikhoraphum District, feature
graphic patterns and VOGUE pattern; the bags from
Ban Chaleek Group, Nong Masaew, Srinarong District,
feature Naga pattern; and the ones from Ban Phra
Kaew Group, Sang Khla District, feature the pattern
“A female farmer says goodbye to her boyfriend”,
which are prominently colorful, including the original
Mud Mee pattern of the group that was adjusted in terms
of colors to match with the market demand.

The objective of His Majesty the late King Bhumibol
Adulyadej when establishing the Chaipattana Foundation
is to bring about peace, development, and well-being.
The development is one of the missions in Patpat
Project that shall bring in the well-being according to
His Late Majesty’s determination.

So far, all groups have understood why they have
to maintain quality and standards; this is because these
are the things that provide all groups and all people
with sustainability.

On Wednesday 25 July 2018, at 10.30 am, | had
got a chance to visit and learn something from Ajarn
Komkai Nilprapassorn at the Chaipattana Foundation’s
guest house in Nakhon Pathom Province. The house is
just a small one but with pleasant atmosphere. It is
located in the 1-rai (0.4 acres) compound of “SRT Side”,
opposite to Chaipattana Vocational Park in Nakhon
Pathom Province, which is situated in “Sukhawadee
Side”. After that, | also visited Ajarn again on 21
August and 11 September. Ajarn kindly told me
the stories about the background, the intention,
the guidelines based on royal initiatives, and other
anecdotes of this piece of land. | was so glad that Ajarn
sacrificed his precious time to give me such detailed
information while correcting ambiguous data; as a
result, | eventually got the real and reliable information
from the Chaipattana Vocational Park in Nakhon Pathom
Province.

Background of the Land

In the year 2001, Her Royal Highness Princess
Maha Chakri Sirindhorn received a plot of land in
“Sukhawadee Side”, 35 rai 2 ngan 11 square wa (14.2
acres). Later, in the year 2006, H.R.H. also accepted
the donated plot of land in “SRT Side”, 19 rai 1 ngan
12.7 square wa (7.7 acres). These two pieces of land are
located beside Thaharnbok Road, Bor Plub Sub-district,
Mueang Nakhon Pathom District, Nakhon Pathom
Province, approximately 1.5 kilometers from Phra
Pathommachedi Pagoda. The donor of these plots is
Ajarn Komkai Nilprapassorn, the professor who used
to teach Thai language to H.R.H. in the Faculty of Arts,
Chulalongkorn University.

Ajarn Komkai narrated that both pieces of
land were the heritage from his father (Mr. Chalor
Nilprapassorn), and they were the parcels of land
owned by Prince Damrong Rajanubhab from the reign
of King Rama V. Prince Damrong Rajanubhab had

bought it from an ethnic Chinese farmer who lived in that
area. After the decease of Prince Damrong Rajanubhab,
Mr. Saeng Nilprapassorn, the elder brother of my
father, heard that the prince’s heirs wanted to sell
the said land, and he was interested in buying. The
negotiation for the purchase was held at Varadis
Palace, Bangkok, in 1944. Later, the said land was
owned by three persons, i.e. 1. Mr. Saeng Nilprapassorn
2. Mr. Chalor Nilprapassorn 3. Mr. Prasart Nilprapassorn
(the oldest son of Mr. Saeng). These owners intended
to use some part of this land as the family’s graveyard
that was prohibited from any purchase, while the rest
portion of this land could be rented as appropriate.

Once these three owners had inherited, the said
land was succeeded by their offspring, one of whom is
Ajarn Komkai Nilprapassorn.

In the year 1991, the successors jointly surveyed
the said land on both sides indicated in several title
deeds. Yet, there was Thaharnbok Road passing
through the land, so it looked like the land was
divided into two parts. Most of the land was out of
municipal area and the back of this land was connected
to the Sukhawadee graveyard; that is why it is called
“Sukhawadee Side”. The rest of this land was in a
municipal area near the railway, so it is called “SRT Side”.
According to the survey, it was found that there were
about 24 households on the Sukhawadee Side, and
10 in SRT Side. Each of the households had different
occupations, e.g. growing vegetables and fruits
(banana, mango, coconut, palm, etc.), raising chicken
and swine, selling animal feed, making processed
pork, selling pickled vegetable, selling noodle and
made-to-order meals, dress making, catering, selling
fruits, car service, marble carving, 3-wheel motorcycle
taxi, selling wheels, etc. The tenants in Sukhawadee
Side had to move out when the plot of land was bought
and allocated for the new market to accommodate the
urban expansion. And so did the tenants in SRT Side
shortly after that.
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In 1997, due to the economic crisis from the failed
economy, the banks did not approve the loan and
the project for the new market was finally cancelled.
Though the project was intended to continue by other
entrepreneurs, it was not still successful. The said plot
of land was left intact. Later, it was rented for building
restaurants and weekend markets from time to time.

In 2000, the land on Sukhawadee Side was
allocated to Ajarn Komkai and he bestowed the said plot
of land, 35 rai 2 ngan 11 square wa (14.2 acres), to
Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn.

In 2006, Ajarn Komkai received and owned a plot
of land in SRT Side, and again he gave that piece of
land, 19 rai 1 ngan 12.7 square wa (7.7 acres), to
H.R.H. The total donated land was then 54 rai 3 ngan
23.7 square wa (21.9 acres).

Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn
accepted these plots of land, and placed them under
the supervision of the Chaipattana Foundation.
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Determination of

Land Donation

Ajarn Komkai said delightedly, “No sooner had |
gotten the title deed than | bestowed this land to Her
Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn as
determined. | hope, while | am still alive, this land
will be developed for the benefits of people in Nakhon
Pathom”.

Ajarn Komkai has appreciated H.R.H. overwhelming
beneficence to establish Chaipattana Vocational Park
for the interest of Nakhon Pathom’s residents.

Anecdotes from Ajarn

This area is an archaeological site where some
antiques were found, e.g. gold buddha statues, buddha
amulets, ancient wares, etc. It is assumed that the area
used to be situated a temple called Wat Klang near
Wat Klang Intersection. However, it does not exist now.

It is said that Luang Pu Suk from Wat Pak Klong
Makham Thao, Wat Sing District, Chai Nat Province,
narrated through a spiritual medium that in the reign of
King Rama |V, there was an abandoned temple here
where Luang Pu lived for a while. It is also expected
that the said temple was named Wat Klang because
it was located between Phra Pathommachedi
Pagoda and Wat Phra Pratone, and it was smaller
than the former but larger than the latter.

The other anecdote is about the belief of “Guardian
Snake” in this area. While improving the land with
a backhoe tractor, the worker found three cobras and
killed them all. Once continuing his job, the tractor

was entangled and stopped by a python. The worker
was so alarmed that he jumped down from the tractor,
breaking his two legs. The people there believed that
this incident was due to the guardian snake.

After talking with Ajarn Komkai Nilprapassorn
and learning about the background of these two plots
of land, I, on behalf of people in Nakhon Pathom, am
very proud and glad that Her Royal Highness Princess
Maha Chakri Sirindhorn had overwhelming kindness
toward them by establishing a vocational training and
development center, which would lead to better quality
of life. H.R.H. gave these plots to the Chaipattana
Foundation for the establishment of Chaipattana
Vocational Park and Thai Red Cross Children Village
Project. Above all, the determination to donate these
pieces of land of Ajarn Komkai Nilprapassorn was
eventually realized while he is still alive.

Background and Objectives

Geo-information technology and innovation for area management have an important role for the
Chaipattana Foundation to set up plan, to make decisions, and perform evaluation before starting any operation
on development in different areas based on royal initiatives.

In 2015, the Chaipattana Foundation collaborated with Geo-Informatics and Space Technology
Development Agency, or GISTDA, to develop Geo-informatics Management Information System, or GMIS, in the
form of area-based management via online maps. This Geo-information database system is regarded as vital
infrastructure for setting up management and operation plans of the projects implemented by the Chaipattana
Foundation. In addition, it can be used as a tool to follow up and report the operation results of different
projects in an efficient manner.
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In the year 2017, the Chaipattana Foundation and GISTDA jointly signed a Memorandum of Understanding
on the support of implementation on the royal projects of the Chaipattana Foundation, the term of which is
3 years (2017-2020). The objective of this MOU is to apply Geo-information technology and innovation to
manage the GMIS projects in the form of online maps via websites and mobile applications, e.g. following up the
progress, performing evaluation, and reporting the operation results of Chaipattana’s 120 development projects
nationwide by means of area-based management.

The operation teams of both parties decided to set up model project activities in 2 areas, i.e. Chiang Mai
Province and Surin Province. In Surin Province, 105 jasmine rice production group “Friends for Friends”, Ban Koh
Kaew, Koh Kaew Sub-district, Samrong Thab District, was selected as a model project to apply Geo-information
technology and innovation in the area-based management and follow up of the project. This is to enable the
group to study and make use of knowledge in the production of 105 jasmine rice in an effective manner while
achieving the targets they have planned.
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The Application of Geo-Information Technology and Innovation

for Area-based Management of the Royal Projects of the Chaipattana Foundation

Study and Operation
Methods

In the year 2017, a project was initiated by
Information and Technology Department of the
Chaipattana Foundation, Prince Chakraband Pensiri
Center for Plant Development Samrong Thab District,
Surin Province, and GISTDA. The meetings were held
to set up operation plans which began with the collection
of fundamental database of the group, including
member lists, rice paddies, data on cultivation,
cultivation activities, products, royally-granted ponds,
the use of land along the edges of ponds,
royally-granted fruit trees, and income/expense
account. Thereby, the Geo-information technology
and innovation, or GMIS, was applied to manage,
follow up, and report the operation results of the
project. The analysis of data was conducted along with
the data from Thaichote satellite, other satellites with
high resolution, and other relevant Geo-information.
All of the aforementioned are for the benefit of
cultivation plan, prediction of products, and quality
enhancement of 105 jasmine rice.

Operation Plans
from 2016-Present

105 jasmine rice production group “Friends for
Friends”, Ban Koh Kaew, Koh Kaew Sub-district,
Samrong Thab District, Surin Province, is the 9" group
that initiated its membership in 2016. Then, the
group created Geo-information database, important
infrastructure for the project, and registration of
agriculturalists. It can be summarized that the group,
at present, has 53 members and 43 ponds that were
given in 2017 by Her Royal Highness Princess Maha
Chakri Sirindhorn with the intention of helping victims
of drought and to be used for consumption.
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The Application of Geo-Information Technology and Innovation

for Area-based Management of the Royal Projects of the Chaipattana Foundation

The noticeable aspect of the group is the creation of income and expense account for all members of 105

jasmine rice production group. The said account is beneficial to the members and the project managers in terms

of production plan and reduction of cultivation cost. The operation results of the group from 2016 up to now

can be summarized as below:

Referring to the costs of cultivation in the year 2017, the expenses of members is 1,585,764 baht.
- 7 members have average expenses of 20,170 baht for rice cultivation of 3 rai (1.2 acres), or 6,723

baht/rai (0.4 acre).

- 2 members have average expenses of 25,997 baht for rice cultivation of 4 rai (1.6 acres), or 6,500

baht/rai (0.4 acre).

- 46 members have average expenses of 29,835 baht for rice cultivation of 5 rai (2 acres), or 5,967

baht/rai (0.4 acre).

Regarding the operation of the fiscal year 2018,
the 2 units has utilized the data from Thaichote
satellite to follow up the rice fields, royally-granted
ponds and fruit trees. The data have been checked
for correctness by means of field survey and data
collection together with the officials of the Chaipattana
Foundation. According to the survey and data
collection of rice in the growing season 2018/2019,
it is known that the members have begun the rice
transplanting since July-August 2017. However, the
planting at that time experienced rain shortage. Thus,
the members decided to pump the water from royally-
granted ponds in order to nurture the seedlings that
had been already transplanted. This is regarded as the
immeasurable royal kindness of Her Royal Highness
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn to help the members
have enough water for cultivation.
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Besides, in the year 2018, GISTDA and the
Chaipattana Foundation improved and developed
GMIS, which had been used since 2015, so that it
is more updated and compliant with the project
operation of the Chaipattana Foundation. The report
system of cultivation results, cultivation activities,
and products was also developed in the form of
mobile application linked with the project activities
in GMIS. As a result, the members of 105 jasmine
rice production group “Friends for Friends” as well
as the project officials of the Chaipattana Foundation
are able to make use of this system in the follow up
and report of cultivation results, cultivation activities,
and products within the project.

The said follow up and report system can also
be applied in other rice fields of other development
projects of the Chaipattana Foundation throughout
the country that have already been recorded in
Geo-information database of GMIS. Accordingly, the
follow up and the report shall be more efficient;
thereby, GISTDA and Information and Technology
Department of the Chaipattana Foundation will hold
trainings about the usage of this system for the
project officials of the foundation in the beginning
of the fiscal year 2019.
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Expected Benefits

The success and the value originated from the use of Geo-information technology and innovation for
area-based management in the model project of 105 jasmine rice production group “Friends for Friends”,
Ban Koh Kaew, Koh Kaew Sub-district, Samrong Thab District, Surin Province, shall be deemed as practical
knowledge and efficient tools for the executives and officials in charge of setting up plans and making decisions
about project management so that the targets could be successfully achieved. Furthermore, the said success can
be further applied and extended to other development projects of the Chaipattana Foundation.

In addition, the success of this project is regarded as the center of knowledge about the area-based
management by means of Geo-information technology and innovation, which can be passed on to other
agencies and communities around the project area, including those who are interested in this field.
The knowledge here can be further applied to develop localities and communities so as to bring about
better quality of life and well-being, which in turn shall enable the country to have sustainable development
and prosperity.

Our Beloved King

It has been 2 years that our beloved King, His
Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej, who | have been
known for more than half of my life passed away.

Thousands of royally-initiated projects were
astonishingly initiated by only one person, but in return,
these help and improve more than ten million people
to have a better quality of life in all aspects, such as
medicine, agriculture, water resource, transportation,
environment, education, communication, etc. At
present, there are altogether 4,741 projects.

When | was a child, my mother told me that the
King was like a living god. When he called for water,
there came water; when called for rain, and then it
rained.

outfit, and his repeatedly repaired shoes. His Majesty
always used things economically, not only his personal
effects, but the resources such as water and light as
well. He also did not prefer extravagant accessories or
appliances.

His Majesty the Late King was so grateful to his
mother, the late Princess Srinagarindra or Princess
Mother. His act and gesture to the Princess Mother
make us understand clearly how easy to show the
real gratitude. The smile, morale support, which
makes father and mother happy are much more
important than money. The precious time we spend
with my family, having meal together, talking together,
taking care each other when sick, paying attention in
every single thing—these are what make them happy.
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His Majesty the Late King Bhumibol Adulyade;j
had exerted a high level of sacrifice and great devotion,
both physical and mental efforts for the nation and
people of Thailand over the 70 years of his reign. His
Majesty had done few things for himself compared to the
status and legitimacy which he deserved. His Majesty’s
subjects always were his first priority. He tirelessly
traveled throughout the country to visit his people and
learned their problems and needs. The image of His
Majesty the Late King-soaked in sweat or wiping away
a drop of sweat-is familiar to all Thai people.

Pancake

Since tasty food is a stress-fighting solution,
it is considered the real relaxation by which we can

exercise our five senses including taste, sight, touch,
smell, and hearing. The cooking sound “cha cha”,
nice odor, wonderful decoration, pleasant taste and
soft texture-these all could, of course, fade away the
tension to the air.

This issue will introduce you to the “Soufflé
Pancake” and its secret recipe that the whole family
can enjoy! The basic kitchen utensil that is simply
used for making “Soufflé Pancake” is the frying pan.
Why “Soufflé Pancake”? It is not because of its trendy
chic, but the reason why the writer proudly presents is
its ingredients which are the savory fresh egg from the

Chaipattana’s project.

If you are ready for cooking, let’s begin!

There are 5 ingredients which are easy to find in the market as follow;

Flour, sugar, yoghurt, vegetable oil or melted butter and the important one is organic chicken egg from
Experimentation on Palm Qil Plantation and Integrated Farming Project, Kuraburi District, Phang Nga Province.
At the project, the chickens are raised in a “Happy Chicken” style, especially the free range raising-the chickens
can freely walk around in the palm garden with animal feed from the garden, mostly palm seed. The egg yolks
here, therefore, are oily red. It is a simple concept “when the chicken is happy, the consumer is also happy”.

Time’s up from advertising..next is for the easy cooking directions.

Firstly, separate the egg whites and egg yolks. If the egg is naturally fresh, it is very easy to separate.
For the amateur, the writer recommends to use yolk separator.

Secondly, mix egg yolk with 1 tablespoon of sugar and then add yoghurt and flour (it is recommended to
sieve the flour with a sieve to marke a soft texture). Mix them thoroughly and add vegetable oil. Let the batter rest
while preparing egg whites blending.

Next, the most important step, mix egg whites with another 1 tablespoon of sugar. The bowl must be
completely dry, with no water or oil in it. Whip the egg whites until they are well mixed. You can use an electric
mixer or manual whipping tool, depending on your preference.

Finally, mix the egg whites mixture to the egg yolks mixture. Divide it into a couple of portions and start
frying.

How to fry the “soufflé pancake”?
Return the skillet to medium-low heat. Pour in batter [neredients
and cover with lid until it is well cooked and flip them

over (about 10 minutes each side).
2 tablespoons of flour
Now, we get a fluffy, soft and delicious soufflé

pancake. Enjoy these soufflé pancakes with a bit sour
of fruit. It is a real perfect match! 1 tablespoon of yoghurt

1 tablespoon of sugar (1St part)

1 teaspoon of vegetable oil or melted butter
e 1 egg (separate egg white and egg yolk)
DITECLIONS

1 tablespoon of sugar (2" part)

1. Separate egg white and egg yolk.

2. Mix egg yolk with sugar until well blended and add yoghurt.

3. Mix the egg white mixture in the egg yolk mixture, divide it into 3 parts and mix them thoroughly.

4. Return the skillet to medium-low heat. Pour in batter 1 ladle spoon and cover with lid for 10 minutes
or until well cooked.

5. Flip them over for a further 10 minutes or until they are well cooked.

6. Serve in a plate with sour fresh fruit.

Story from Afar...
Told from the Heart

Some stories are not from our own experiences.
They are told through words, photographs or paintings;
and we can only imagine them through such medium.
How real our imagination is depends on how well these
stories are relayed by the storytellers. Of course, when
a story is told by someone with personal experience,
feelings and details are relayed clearly and accurately.
Nonetheless, a person may be able to tell someone
else’s stories well because he or she is a good and
persuasive storyteller. However, if we ask whether the
person has experienced the story personally and he or
she said “No”, we may immediately feel that the story
is not credible because it is passed on. The storyteller
can never understand the true feelings behind the words.

While many people have learned of His Majesty the
Late King Bhumibol Adulyadej’s works through stories
and photographs, there are only a handful of people who
worked closely with His Majesty and are able to relay
the experiences well. One of those people is Dr. Sumet
Tantivejkul, Secretary-General of the Chaipattana
Foundation. He worked very closely with His Late
Majesty and has relayed his experiences through many

publications and speeches. The following story is about

a time he travelled abroad to speak to an audience in
a country thousands of miles away from Thailand.

While working for the Foreign Affairs Department,
the Chaipattana Foundation, | received great news
about our Short-term Cultural and Educational
Exchange Program on Langkawi Island, Malaysia. | was
in Langkawi at the time, about to go into a meeting
with our Malaysian colleagues when | received a
call with an instruction to contact Ms. Choochart,
Dr. Sumet’s secretary, due to an urgent matter. Making
international calls was difficult but | managed to reach
Ms. Choochart and was told the good news that | was
to accompany Dr. Sumet to the Netherlands, where he
would be giving a talk. It was like a dream. | felt so lucky
and happy to go on this international mission and to
listen to Dr. Sumet’s speech in a country on the other
side of the world! For me, without such a wonderful
opportunity, travelling to Europe is a dream that is
not at all likely to come true. Therefore, with this
opportunity, | was fully committed to doing my best
even if my main responsibitify would only comprise

taking photographs, arranging logistics, and preparing
documents and souvenirs. After receiving the news, |

came back to the meeting and completed our mission.

Upon my return to Thailand, | found out that Dr.
Sumet had been invited by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
to deliver a speech on the topic “His Majesty’s
Royally-initiated Projects and the Principles of
Sufficiency Economy” to enhance knowledge and
understanding about the Royal Family among Thai
students and the Thai community in the Netherlands
during 27 September — 1 October 2018.

A lot of people told me that travelling to
Europe requires many days for the experience to be
worthwhile, because travel time already takes up two
days. The Embassy official who took my photograph
when | went to apply for a passport, also said the same
thing. As someone who has never been to Europe,
| could only listen to this advice. Dr. Sumet has
extremely tight office and travel schedules which
comprise giving speeches in Bangkok and other
provinces throughout Thailand on work days and
weekends. Sometimes, there is not even time for a
meal because he may be giving a speech in the morning
at one location and another in the afternoon at a
different location. When asked if he had eaten,
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he would reply that he had a meal outside. It sounds
good but in fact, he usually eats a small sandwich in
the car. Because of his work, he was only free for five
consecutive days, including Saturday and Sunday. So,
we agreed on a 5-day mission to the Netherlands. No
matter how tiring or difficult the situation, Dr. Sumet
always presses on to keep His Majesty’s stories alive,
as best as he is physically able.

The first place we visited was the Royal Thai
Embassy at The Hague. The Embassy had previously
promoted this event among Thai students and part-time
Thai language and culture teachers who use the
Embassy to conduct the lessons for interested
persons. After the speech, everyone had a meal
together. The audience said that they were very happy
to have a chance to listen to the talk and they would
definitely tell all their friends and families. Many
people enjoyed talking and sharing their thoughts so
much that they did not want to leave because they
would normally meet only on rare occasions. When the
Thai community unites to organize beneficial activities
such as special talks or after school lessons, it reflects
Thai generosity and kindness. Even if one has to
leave his or her homeland to study or work abroad,
this unique Thai character unwaveringly remains.



No matter where we are, our love and respect stays
true'to our homeland and our Royal Family, and we are
always ready to share and care for one another.

Do you believe that you are drawn to those who
are like yourself? | once read about this in a book
and wondered if this was really true. For instance,
does a good person attract other good people to
his or her circle of friends? | have been reflecting
upon my experiences and now realize that based on
many events in my life, this phenomenon is probably
true. For example, on this trip, the second place we
visited was the Buddhavihara Temple in Amsterdam
where the audience comprised monks and Thais with
families in the Netherlands. Dr. Sumet’s speech was
about His Majesty’s hard work to bring happiness and
wellbeing to the people. When Dr. Sumet spoke about
His Majesty’s passing, many people could not help but
cry, even the gentlemen. | myself, who was video-taping
the event also did. Tears brim in my heart and eyes
every time | listen to stories about His Late Majesty.
After the talk, Dr. Sumet walked to the front of the
temple to look at the view and relax. A girl came up
to him and said that she would very much like to work
for the Chaipattana Foundation. She was completing
a PhD thesis in agricultural studies. She told us that
when she was in Thailand, she had wanted to work
for His Late Majesty but life went on and she came
to the Netherlands to study. After listening to the
speech, she felt very touched and impressed that
she would really want to work with us. When you
tell a story about good deeds, good people and good
intention are drawn to you. If the girl indeed returns

to Thailand to work for the Chaipattana Foundation, it
would be tremendously beneficial for both our work in
agricultural development and other areas. So, | guess
the phenomenon mentioned above is true.

When one speaks on any topic, it should
be supported by substantive facts. Thus, we took the
Chaipattana Journals, other publications and books
on Buddhism with information about the Chaipattana
Foundation, principles of sufficiency economy and the
royally-initiated projects to offer to the Buddhavihara
Temple and the Royal Thai Embassy so that they can
be shared.

Our 5-day mission went by very quickly. The first
day was spent travelling. The second and third days were
dedicated to talks. We left on the fourth day and we
arrived in Bangkok on the fifth day. There was no time
for sightseeing or fun activities as many would imagine.
However, for me, the trip opened up my horizon.
| experienced a new environment. It was a happy,
memorable and certainly a worthwhile experience for
me. Time is important. Every minute is valuable and can
be spent creating inspirations and benefits for others.
Do not let time pass you by worthlessly. Do not wait
until it is too late. We do not know the future or how
long we will live. Do not just say “If only ...” We must
make the best of today and the coming days as long
as we are still breathing.

In addition, the team observed demonstration activities that reflect the daily life of farmers in Amphawa,
for instance, salt farm school, production of shrimp paste, products from pomelos, feeding of stingless bees, processing
of coconut sugar, etc.
